Senior Chief Petty Officer Ronny W. German assumed the duties as Sector Southeastern
New England’s Command Senior Chief in July 2009. His primary duty is to advise
Captain Verne Gifford, the Commander of Sector Southeastern New England, on issues
and initiatives pertaining to all Coast Guard members and their families assigned to the
Sector.
