HOUSING OVERVIEW

The Portland Community welcomes military personnel and is supportive of the requirements for housing.  The area currently has ample apartment complexes, privately owned apartment units and single-family homes with various amenities, which will determine the monthly rental price.  Security deposits are usually equivalent to one month’s rent.  Pets generally are not welcomed in most rentals.  There are a few who will allow pets for an additional deposit and monthly rental amount.  Temporary living quarters are available at the Portsmouth Naval Shipyard, (207) 438-2807, at local hotels or in the off-season at local beach motels.  

SINGLE ENLISTED

Members will be referred to their unit of assignment.  All single enlisted personnel E4 and below will automatically be assigned to dormitory housing.  If the barracks is at maximum capacity then members will be given temporary quarters (TAD Rooms).  Contact the barracks as soon as possible after notification of assignment.  Please let your sponsor know your needs concerning any questions on living arrangements.  Before members seek off-base accommodations, they are required to check with the barracks at the number listed below.

GOVERNMENT OWNED/LEASED FAMILY HOUSING

Sector Northern New England, Portland has a total of 7 government-owned housing units as well as a Family Lease Housing program, (FLH).  All owned and FLH units are equipped with a stove and refrigerator.  Housing availability will be based on the First CG District waiting list and could be as soon as upon your arrival or within 12 months.  Persons eligible for government owned family housing or the leased housing program should submit a Housing Application DD Form 1746, BAH Dependency Form, and a copy of your PCS orders.  You will then be advised of the current housing status through a DD Form 1747, Status of Housing Availability.  The effective date of application is 35 days prior to your reporting date. SET-ASIDE PROGRAM

Sector Northern New England, Portland has entered into a Housing Set-Aside Agreement with Equity Properties, which has apartments, located in Scarborough, Portland, and Yarmouth, Maine.  Coast Guard active duty members can lease adequate 1, 2, or 3 bedroom apartments at a discount rate and avoid up front costs of the application fee and security deposits, provided they sign a Letter of Eligibility from the Housing Office and pay rent via allotment.  Availability is not guaranteed and is dependant on the local market and housing needs.  Contact the Housing Office for details.  

COMMUNITY HOUSING

The Northern New England housing market is diverse and has options whether you choose to rent or purchase a unit.  The Housing Referral Service provides current listings of rental and sale properties located within the local commuting area.  Below is the average monthly range of housing costs in the Portland region.  There are several small surrounding towns within a one-hour commute that have lower average monthly housing costs.  A few of these towns are Saco, Biddeford, Old Orchard Beach, Westbrook, Gorham, Waterboro, Hollis and Limington.
