Sector Northern New England
Prior to assuming the duties and responsibilities of Deputy Sector Commander, Commander Humpage was assigned to Sector Northern New England as the Prevention Department Head, where he led 165 personnel assigned to various operational units throughout a four-state area covering 5000 sq miles & the international border w/ Canada.
He graduated from the U. S. Coast Guard Academy in 1996 with a Bachelor’s degree in Marine and Environmental Science, and began his active duty service as a deck watch officer aboard the Coast Guard Cutter WOODRUSH, a 180-foot buoy tender homeported in Sitka, Alaska.  He served a variety of roles aboard, including as the cutter’s Operations Officer.  One of the many highlights of this remarkable assignment include a voyage from Alaska to Honolulu, Hawaii, during which the cutter and crew encountered the remnants of a typhoon and waves taller than the ship itself.

Following his tour of duty aboard WOODRUSH, Commander Humpage was assigned to the Office of Aids to Navigation within the Seventeenth Coast Guard District in Juneau, Alaska.  He served as the program manager for several remote LORAN stations, and as the operations manager for all Coast Guard buoy tenders stationed in Alaska.  The highlights of this tour include a 30-day assignment to Guam to support migrant interdiction operations, overseeing the construction of the 225 foot buoy tender MAPLE, and his temporary assignment as a member of the crew that decommissioned the CGC WOODRUSH and trained its new Nigerian crew.
Commander Humpage served at Marine Safety Office/Group Los Angeles Long Beach, and was stationed there during the attacks of 9/11.  He served on a multi-agency force protection group called the “Sea Marshalls” and helped escort tank vessels and cruise ships into port.  He also served as a Marine Inspector, and led the drafting of the first Area Maritime Security Plan for the world’s ninth largest port.

He earned a Masters of Chemical Engineering degree from Syracuse University in 2006, and following his graduation, served as a staff engineer and Division Chief at Coast Guard Marine Safety Center in Washington, DC.  While stationed at the Marine Safety Center, Commander Humpage supported the construction and operation of craft that responded to the Deepwater Horizon Oil Spill, and led the drafting of ground-breaking policy that implemented international standards for Offshore Supply Vessels. 
Upon his transfer from the Marine Safety Center, Commander Humpage reported to Sector Southeastern New England and served in Providence, Rhode Island as the Chief, Inspection Division.  He worked with many outstanding colleagues to oversee the inspection of a wide range of commercial vessel types, including the Massachusetts Maritime Academy training vessel TS KENNEDY and U. S. flag collier ENERGY ENTERPRISE.
