SFO SOUTHWEST HARBOR ME HOUSING POOL / TRAMPOLINE AND PROHIBITED ITEMS POLICY

1. POOLS (other than kiddee) are no longer permitted at USCG OWNED OR LEASED HOUSING (COMDTINST 11101.13E)
2. Regular small kiddee pools (No Greater Than 48” wide and 12” of water high) are approved but must be emptied every night and or when not in use for the safety of children and so as not to provide a breeding place for bacteria and mosquitoes.  Adult supervision is required when pool is in use and or water is in pool.

a. Upon termination of your quarters, the member must return the property to the condition prior to the installation of the pool.  Area must be raked and seeded.
AT NO TIMES SHALL A KIDDEE POOL HAVE WATER IN IT WITHOUT AN ADULT IMMEDIATELY NEARBY MONITORING THE POOL.
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3. Trampolines are no longer permitted at USCG OWNED OR LEASED HOUSING (COMDTINST 11101.13E)

4. Wood burning fire pits and chimineas are prohibited in Coast Guard-owned family housing.  A wood burning fire pit is defined as any metal or ceramic container of varying size and design, which is designed to create a contained, but open wood fire, generally used as decorative element or for warmth at outdoor social gatherings. (COMDTINST 11101.13E)



5. Other Prohibited items and activities include the use of portable, unventilated fuel-fired heaters, fireplaces or wood stoves, explosive materials (this includes fireworks), and gas or charcoal grills on decks, etc. (COMDTINST 11101.13E)
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
