Lieutenant Commander Meyer currently commands Coast Guard Station New York, the largest and busiest multi-mission boat station in the 3rd largest U.S. port.  Under his command are 136 active duty and reserve personnel utilizing six 45-foot Response Boat-Medium and three 29-foot Response Boat-Small platforms.  Overall, the station is charged with ensuring the safety and security of the Port of New York and New Jersey by conducing Ports and Waterways Coastal Security, Search and Rescue, and Boating Safety missions.

As an Operations Ashore, Response Officer, his previous assignments include Sector St. Petersburg, where he prosecuted Search and Rescue cases off the west coast of Florida, conducted numerous law enforcement and homeland security operations, and led recovery efforts after frequent hurricanes.  

LCDR Meyer was then assigned as an instructor at the National Search and Rescue School where he was responsible for delivering pre-requisite training to all new SAR supervisors, controllers, and search asset operators. 

He later served as the Incident Management Division Chief at Sector Boston where he coordinated two patrol boats, five multi-mission boat stations, pollution responders, and the Vessel Boarding and Security team in response to a variety of incidents along the Massachusetts coast.  Notably, while in that position he served as the Operations Section Chief directing the waterside security operations in Boston harbor in the aftermath of the Boston Marathon Bombing.

At his previous assignment as the aide-de-camp for the Commander of Coast Guard District Thirteen he assisted the District Commander in overseeing operations throughout the Pacific Northwest which included protecting life and property, enforcing federal laws and treaties, preserving the living marine resources, and promoting national security.

LCDR Meyer is a 2004 graduate of the U.S Coast Guard Academy and he holds B.S. and master’s degrees in Management.  A native of Camano Island, WA, he is married to the former Meredith Bihler of Edmonds, WA, and they have a newborn son, Nolan.
