JUNE 1999 CANUSLANT ’99 JOINT U.S./CANADA OIL SPILL EXERCISE AND preparedness for response EXERCISE PROGRAM (PREP) REPORT
1. Subject exercise report and evaluation is enclosed.  The tri-annual required CANUSLANT exercise of the Atlantic Operational Supplement of the Joint Marine Pollution Contingency Plan (JMPCP) was combined with the tri-annual Area PREP exercise of the Maine/New Hampshire Area Contingency Plan.

2. Subject exercise was a "three day split" U.S.-led CANUSLANT exercise and government-led PREP exercise that included real time activation of the JMPCP’s Atlantic Operational Supplement and of the Maine/New Hampshire Area Committee’s Area Contingency Plan and Incident Command System.  The exercise involved over 200 people from U.S. and Canadian federal, tribal, state, provincial, local, and industry organizations.  It also included the second extensive command post exercise test of the Coast Guard’s spill response information management system (OSC2).  Another highpoint was the success of the incident command post location and flexibility of the Eastport, Maine site.  Most importantly, the essence and importance of the CANUSLANT and PREP process was reinforced as a comprehensive improvement mechanism.  The exercise development and execution process provided the Joint Preparedness Team, the area committee and the local transboundary response community an excellent self-examination and set the stage for continued improvement in support of “best response” and U.S./Canadian joint efforts.  

3. All members of the joint exercise design team, the control and evaluation team, and the joint/area response organization are commended for their commitment to a highly successful exercise and improvement process.  The “Responsible Party,” KENT LINES, is commended for volunteering towards this effort and significantly contributed to the overall success of the exercise process.

4. This report will assist the Joint Preparedness Team and the Maine/New Hampshire area committee to establish their area contingency planning improvement areas of emphasis.
