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Coast Guard Saves Boater, Searches for Another

NEW YORK – The Coast Guard rescued one boater and is searching for another after their boat capsized in Jones Beach inlet at approximately 12:50 p.m. today.

      A Coast Guard crew from Jones Beach located one boater clinging to the approximately 20-foot capsized boat and took him to shore where he was taken to a local hospital.

     The Coast Guard is continuing the search for the other boater with rescue boats from Jones Beach and a Coast Guard helicopter from Air Station Cape Cod.  Assisting in the search are the U.S. Coast Guard Auxiliary, Nassau County Police Department Marine and Aviation, and dive teams from Jones Beach Police Department.

     The cause of the accident is under investigation.
