Coast Guard's Environmental Management Program

The Environmental Protection Specialist (EPS) located at the Industrial Support Detachment (ISD) New Haven, CT duties and responsibilities include:

· Overall coordination of the Coast Guard's environmental compliance program and inhouse projects to meet applicable environmental regulations.

· Direct environmental assistance to Group Long Island Sound (Gp LIS) and Group Moriches 
Coast Guard Stations on routine environmental management issues.

· Assistance to the Station Engineer Officer in preparing, maintaining, and organizing environmental records and documentation (hazardous waste, stormwater, air, and fuel storage).

· Work under the direct supervision of the Environmental Branch chief of the CG Civil Engineering Unit (CEU) located in Providence, RI (CEUProv).

· Develop Unit Environmental Profiles.

· Perform annual in-house environmental compliance audits at Gp LIS and Gp Moriches.

· Train CG personnel in environmental compliance policy.

· Assist EO/EPO in preparing Shore Station Maintenance Records for environmental compliance projects.

· Conduct Lighthouse Environmental Assessments for the ISC/ISD.

· Participate in spill drills and training.

· Preparation and review of individual unit Spill Prevention control & Counter Measure Plan (SPCCs).

· Completion of Federal or state environmental reports such as, Annual Tier-II Reports, EPA Greenhouse Gas Survey, and hazardous waste biennial reports.

Assistance with other environmental programs include the following:

· Underground and above ground storage tanks.

· Hazardous waste and hazardous materials management.

· Environmental permitting.

· Emergency contingency planning and spill prevention planning.

· Pollution prevention (P2) planning recycling

· Protection of threatened and endangered species and historic protection.
