SUBJECT:  RECOMMENDED SECURITY GUIDELINES FOR FACILITIES

The Coast Guard has published a new guidance document detailing recommended practice for securing facilities.  This guidance is brought to your attention specifically in the interest of helping to prepare your facilities for increased security today and in the event of heightened security levels which may occur in the future.  I encourage you to review this document closely and to open discussions with my staff regarding your facility’s security.


This Navigation and Vessel Inspection Circular (NVIC) will be distributed by electronic means only. It is available on the World Wide Web at http://www.uscg.mil/hq/g-m/nvic/index.htm.  The title is “Recommended Security Guidelines for Facilities” and the number is NVIC 11-02.
Until rules have been published, this Circular is intended only for facilities located in,

on, under, or adjacent to any waters subject to the jurisdiction of the United States that handle:

Class 1 (explosive) materials or other dangerous cargoes regulated under 33 CFR Part 126;

liquefied natural gas and liquefied hazardous gas regulated under 33 CFR Part 127; oil and

hazardous materials in bulk regulated under 33 CFR Part 154; general cargo (e.g., bulk, break

bulk, and containerized cargo) transported by vessels engaged in international service and

subject to SOLAS; or passenger vessels certificated to carry more than 150 passengers.

This Circular does not apply to passenger terminals regulated by 33 CFR 128, facilities

owned or operated by the Department of Defense, or passenger ferry terminals that service ferries

certificated to carry more than 500 passengers. Guidance for passenger ferry terminals that

service ferries certificated to carry more than 500 passengers may be found in the policy letter

issued on September 4, 2002 by the Assistant Commandant of Marine Safety, Security, and

Environmental Protection.
