Tall Ships Environmental Festival Temporary Regulations

ATTN: Agents, Vessel Operators

1. The Port of New London is hosting the Tall Ships Environmental Festival (Festival) from July 22-25, 2004, hosting over 14 Class A, B and C tall ships from around the world.  The festival will kick off with a Parade of Sail into New London on Thursday July 22, 2004.  Vessels participating in the Parade of Sail will anchor in Niantic Bay from July 21, 2004 until the morning of July 22, 2004.  The Parade of Sail will occur from 9 am. To 12 p.m. on July 22, 2004.  Vessels open to visitors will berth at either State Pier or City Pier in New London from July 22, 2004 until July 25, 2004. 
2. To ensure safety of participating vessels while at anchor in Niantic Bay and during the Parade of Sail in Long Island Sound and the Thames River, several waterways restrictions will be implemented.  These restrictions include the following:

a. An anchorage ground will be established in Niantic Bay from July 21 to July 22, 2004 for vessels participating in the Parade of Sail.  This area is also a regulated navigation area (RNA).  Vessels operating within the anchorage ground are asked to do so at no wake speed or speeds no greater than 6 knots, and may not enter within 100-yards of an anchored Tall Ship.
b. Safety and Security Zones have been established in Long Island Sound, the Thames River and New London Inner Harbor to provide for the safety and security of the vessels participating in the Parade of Sail and the maritime public.  These safety/security zones will, among other areas, encompass the Federal Navigation Channel in the Thames River from the channel entrance buoys to immediately south of the Amtrak railroad bridge.  The Parade of Sail will proceed up the east side of the channel; the west side of the channel will be used for commercial vessels requesting clearance to transit from the Captain of the Port; only one-way directional transit will be allowed in the channel for commercial vessels.  Vessels that wish to enter the safety and security zones must request permission of the Captain of the Port or his on scene representative, who can be contacted on either channel 16 VHF-FM.  Vessel operators who anticipate the need to transit the zones are encouraged to request permission in advance by calling the Group/MSO Long Island Sound Port Operations Duty Officer at (203) 468-4429.
c. Anchorages will be established in the Thames River for use by commercial vessels greater than 50 feet in length carrying passengers for hire.  These anchorages will be established from 7:30 a.m. until 2 p.m. on July 22, 2004.
