	Half Moon Bay, Pillar Point Outer Harbor

	Located 21 nm south of the Golden Gate Bridge. Very tight anchorage, recommend only 100’ of line. Sand bottom holds well. No wave/surge action inside break wall. Next to famous surf spot ‘Mavericks.’ Great area for fishery patrols.
