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Passion Fruit & Mustard Pork Chops 

8 (1.5" thick) pork chops 
Corn or Safflower Oil 
Kosher Salt 
Fresh Cracked Black Pepper 
 

Brush chops with oil season generously 
with salt/pepper and set aside for 
10min. 
 

Grill chops broth sides, about 4min 
per side. Move to cool side of grill 
and 
brush with sauce finish cooking cov‐
ered 5min, turning once until instant 
read thermometer reads 145F (for me‐
dium doneness). Let meat rest before 
serving. 

 
6TB unsalted butter 
4TB minced onion 
3 cloves garlic, minced 
6TB cider vinegar 
3/4c whole grain mustard 
1/2c Dijon Mustard 
2c Passion fruit preserve 
2TB Bourbon (optional) 
1 TT Kosher Salt 
 
Melt butter in sauce pan. Add onion & garlic 
cook until translucent, about 
3min. Add vinegar and boil until au sec, 
about 4min. Whisk in mustards and 
jam, simmer until jam melts. Remove from 
heat and stir in bourbon and salt.
