It is
one in a chain of four
stations located in Fallon
and Searchlight, Nev.,
and in Middletown, Calif.
It is also one of four
stations in

the Canadian West Coast
chain which include
Williams Lake and Port

distance from Puget
Sound to avoid interfering
with television and radio
signals.
