New Procedures for Aliens Seeking Coast Guard Credentials

Effective November 22, 2002 Regional Examination Centers (RECs) must now follow new procedures in connection with applications made by non-U.S. citizens (aliens) seeking Coast Guard credentials.  The procedures include fingerprinting, verification of identity, nationality, and legal status by designated Coast Guard personnel only.  Subsequent to processing by the local REC, the application must then be submitted to the National Maritime Center for further review.
