CHECKLIST – For License and MMD
· Application Form (CG-719B) – This form is required for ALL license/MMD transactions.  The REC’s backlog of applications varies from week-to-week.  As such, the processing time for completion of your application may vary. 

· Physical Examination Report Entry Level (CG-719KE) – All Certificate of Registry applicants must complete a physical examination report certifying you are competent by a medical professional.  The report must be dated within one year of the date of application.
· Physical Examination Report (CG-719K) – This form is required for all Radio Officer applicants.  The form must be dated within one year of application.
· Report of Chemical Drug Test:  Letter from company, Certification From Medical Review Officer, or Optional - SAMHSA Periodic Drug Testing Form (CG-719P) - See CG –719P Drug Test Form for further information.
· Character References (Original Applicants Only) - Original license applicants must submit three written recommendations attesting to your suitability for a Coast Guard License.  Persons who have knowledge of the applicant’s suitability for duty must submit these.

· Social Security Card (Original Applicants Only) - Original social security card or other satisfactory evidence of applicants number. 

· Proof of citizenship (Original Applicants Only) and any legal name change - All original MMD applicants must provide the original (or in the case of the birth certificate, a certified copy from the state of origin) of one of the following:

·  Birth certificate, or naturalization certificate, or 

· Baptismal certificate (recorded within one year after birth), or
· U. S. Passport.  

· No application from an alien shall be accepted unless the alien presents acceptable documentary evidence from the U. S. Immigration and Naturalization Service that he/she is lawfully admitted to the United States for permanent residence, and 
· Acceptable evidence of nationality

· Camera Set Up Form – Include a recent (within 1 year ) passport-sized photo, place your left thumbprint in the box indicated (use black ink), and sign your name in the center of the signature box using a medium to wide point black ink pen.
· Finger Print Cards (Original Applicants Only) – See the local REC information page included in this package (page 2). 

· User Fees – Please ensure check or money order is payable to U.S. Coast Guard and has your name, address, phone number, and social security number on it.  For your convenience, we have provided an optional form for your use when paying by credit card.

Additional Information:

· Copy of the front and back of your license, COR, MMD and/or STCW Certificate, if you hold a license, COR, MMD and/or STCW.

· For Radio Operators only:  You must provide a valid  1st or 2nd Class Radiotelegraph Operator License issued by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC).

· For Certificates of Registry as Staff Officer (COR):  Each staff officer rating must submit a letter justifying the need for a COR and meet the following requirements:

· Medical Doctor--A valid license as physician or surgeon issued under the authority of a state or territory of the United States, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, or Washington, D. C.

· Professional Nurse--A valid license as a registered nurse issued under the authority of a state or territory of the United States, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, or Washington, D. C.

· Purser: 

· Junior Assistant Purser- No experience required.

· Senior Assistant Purser- 180 days service aboard vessels performing duties relating to work in the purser's office

· Purser-360 days service aboard vessels performing duties relating to work in the purser's office.

· Chief Purser-720 days service aboard vessels performing duties relating to work in the purser's office.
Further endorsements that can be added to your Certificate of Registry:

· Marine Physician Assistant-Successful completion of an accredited course of instruction for a physician's assistant or nurse practitioner program.

· Hospital Corpsman- A rating of hospital corpsman or health service technician, 1st Class, in the U.S. Coast Guard, U.S. Navy, U.S. Marine Corps, or an equivalent rating in the U.S. Army (not less than staff sergeant, Medical Dept, U.S.A.) or U.S. Air Force (not less than technical sergeant, Medical Dept, U.S.A.F.);  AND  at least 30 days satisfactory service in a military or U.S. Public Health Service Hospital. 

AFTER JANUARY 31, 2002 (IF APPLICABLE)

INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION ON STANDARDS OF TRAINING, CERTIFICATION AND WATCHKEEPING OF SEAFARERS (STCW)

STCW applies only to mariners employed on vessels operating seaward of the boundary line specified in 46 CFR Part 7.  

· COR: If you are qualified as either a person in charge of medical care or a medical first aid provider you may be issued an STCW Certificate in addition to the COR.

· Radio Officer:  If you are qualified as a GMDSS radio officer you may be issued an STCW certificate in addition to your license.

STCW-95 Certificate – To obtain an STCW Certificate, provide either the original training certificates or notarized copies.  (Original certificates will be returned to the applicant).  There is no charge for an STCW.

· Photo:  One recent passport-size photograph

· Basic Safety Training Certificates:  (Personal Survival Techniques, Fire Fighting/ Fire Prevention, First Aid, Personal Safety and Social Responsibilities)

· GMDSS Certificates: (For Radio Officers) Completion of a Coast Guard approved course for operator of radio in the GMDSS, or other approved programs of training and assessment covering the same areas of competence.

· FCC License: for GMDSS (For Radio Officers) Operator of radio in the GMDSS issued by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC).

· PIC-Medical Care and Medical First Aid Provider: (For COR) Completion of a Coast Guard approved course of training in medical care or medical first aid, as appropriate.

FRAUDULENT APPLICATION or FRAUDULENT REPRESENTATION

A false or incomplete application is grounds for a merchant marine credential (MMC) to be denied, considered null and void or subject the holder to suspension and revocation proceedings.  It also subjects an applicant to criminal penalties under Title 18 U. S. Code (USC) 1001.  These penalties include up to five years in jail and $10,000 fine.  Licenses, merchant mariner’s documents (MMDs) and certificates of registry are MMCs.  


 Title 18 U. S. Code states that “whoever, in any matter within the jurisdiction of any department or agency of the U. S. knowingly and willfully falsifies, conceals or covers up by any trick, scheme, or device a material fact, or makes any false, fictitious or fraudulent statement or entry, shall be fined not more than $10,000 or imprisoned for not more than five years, or both.” 


 A few examples of what will make an application fraudulent are:

a. Sea service falsified

b. False statements made regarding conviction or drug use history

c. False statements made regarding medical history or concealing 

medical information  [not reporting prescription medications(s) or 

medical condition (s),  etc.]

                                d.    Falsified documents or letters

The law also applies to fraudulent representation by the use of void or altered merchant marine credentials (MMCs).  The use of an invalid MMC, such as an altered license, to represent oneself as possessing certain qualifications, its use as a means of identification, or its continued possession is illegal.

                           Volitions of 18 USC 1001 or other criminal laws will be reported to the U. S. Attorney’s 

                           office having jurisdiction.  The U. S. Attorney will determine whether criminal charges  

                           will be initiated.
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
