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USCGC MUSTANG INSTRUCTION 1050.1A

Subj:
LEAVE POLICY

1. Purpose.  To set leave policy to be followed aboard the MUSTANG.

2. Cancellation.  MSTGINST 1050.1 is cancelled.

3. Discussion.  

a. The following list is the minimum qualified requirements for underway or BRAVO operations:

(1) 3 U/W Officer of Deck (includes CO)

(2) 3 U/W Quartermaster of the Watch

(3) 3 Helmsman/Lookouts

(4) 3 U/W Engineer of the Watch to include either the EPO or AEPO designated by a letter signed by the Commanding Officer

b. This provides for a minimally manned crew to respond as needed for short time periods.  Expected heavy operations will necessitate additional personnel to maintain operation tempo necessary to accomplish the mission.

c. All unqualified personnel will sail unless they receive permission through their chain of command.

d. During periods of Bravo-2/6/12 trips past Moose Pass will be considered “Out of Bounds” requiring command approval. 

e. During Bravo-24 personnel must check-out with the OOD prior to departure.

f. During Charlie periods either the CO or XO and either the EPO or AEPO shall remain available  

g. At no time shall any inport watch section be reduced to a port and starboard rotation without command approval.  

h. Leave approval is on a first come first approved basis.  Command approved leave requests must be submitted to the Watch Captain by the 15th of the month prior to requested dates.  Circumstances may arise that may require leave to be disapproved, cancelled, or personnel on leave recalled.

4. Action.

a. All crewmembers onboard MUSTANG shall read this instruction and become familiar with the leave policy.

b. Department Heads and the Executive Officer are responsible to ensure that the minimum requirements are met.
