Sector Delaware Bay includes Sector Field Office Atlantic City, NJ, Marine Safety Detachment Lewes, DE, eight stations and five cutters and over 300 miles of coastline from Shark River, NJ to MD/DE border. Most recently, Master Chief Dietzman served as Command Senior Chief for Sector Baltimore.
