RENT PARTNERSHIP PROGRAM

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

WHAT IS THE RENT PARTNERSHIP PROGRAM?

A Coast Guard endorsed program designed to help personnel obtain affordable housing.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO APPLY?

All military personnel and civilians working for the government with at least one year remaining on active duty in the Miami-Dade and Broward County areas.

HOW DO YOU PARTICIPATE?

You must apply in person at the U.S. Coast Guard Housing Office located at 15420 SW 120th Avenue, Miami, Florida, to receive a package containing all the documents you need.

IS AN APPLICATION FEE REQUIRED?

No application fee is required. However, the member must provide a copy of orders assigning them to a military facility in the Miami-Dade or Broward County areas, and a copy of a current Leave and Earnings Statement.

IS A SECURITY DEPOSIT REQUIRED?

No security deposit is required. However, to participate, the service member must pay the rent by allotment each month. Some apartment complexes may charge a redecoration fee or other such fees when you negotiate your lease.

IS A PET DEPOSIT REQUIRED?

The individual apartment complex rules apply. Please ask the property manager at the site where you wish to rent.

WHAT HAPPENS AFTER THE LEASE EXPIRES?

After the initial term of the lease has expired, the service member may continue under the Rent Partnership Program by signing a new 12-month lease.

WHAT HAPPENS IF THE MEMBER RECEIVES PCS ORDERS?

If the service member receives PCS or TAD/TDY orders, in excess of 3 months and is outside a 35-mile radius, the member may terminate the lease. He/she must present a copy of orders to the property manager along with a written 30-day notice.

WHAT IF THE MEMBER HAS PROBLEMS WITH THE APARTMENT COMPLEX?

The Rent Partnership Program is a private lease situation between you (the lessee), and the property manager (the lessor). If a member has disagreements concerning damages, the condition of the apartment, or any other issues during their tenancy, he/she must resolve these problems with the property manager. The Coast Guard will not mediate your personal lease arrangements.

WHAT IS THE ROLE OF THE HOUSING OFFICE?

The Coast Guard Housing Office initiates the agreement with property managers to offer this program to military and civilian Government employees. They also assist the member in completing the paperwork and starting the allotment process.
