SUBJ: GLOBAL WAR ON TERRORISM EXPEDITIONARY MEDAL

A. EXECUTIVE ORDER 13289, 12 MAR 03

B. MEDALS AND AWARDS MANUAL, COMDTINST M1650.25 (SERIES)

1. REFERENCE (A) ESTABLISHED TWO MEDALS TO RECOGNIZE MEMBERS OF THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNITED STATES, INCLUDING COAST GUARD PERSONNEL (ACTIVE DUTY AND RESERVE), FOR SERVICE IN OR IN SUPPORT OF GLOBAL WAR ON TERRORISM OPERATIONS, ON OR AFTER 11 SEP 01 TO A FUTURE DATE

TO BE DETERMINED BY THE SECRETARY OF DEFENSE.

2. THIS ALCOAST PROVIDES GUIDANCE CONCERNING THE ISSUANCE AND PROCUREMENT OF THE GLOBAL WAR ON TERRORISM EXPEDITIONARY MEDAL (GWOTEM).

3. THE GLOBAL WAR ON TERRORISM SERVICE MEDAL (GWOTSM) WILL BE ADDRESSED IN A SEPARATE ALCOAST TO BE RELEASED IN THE NEAR FUTURE.

4. ONLY ONE AWARD OF THE GWOTEM MAY BE AUTHORIZED PER INDIVIDUAL. NO SERVICE STARS ARE PRESCRIBED.

5. THE GWOTEM AND THE GWOTSM MAY BOTH BE AWARDED TO THE SAME INDIVIDUAL IF THE MEMBER SATISFIES BOTH CRITERIA WHILE SERVING IN MULTIPLE ROLES DURING DIFFERENT PERIODS OF TIME.

6. ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR THE EXPEDITIONARY MEDAL (GWOTEM).

   A. AUTHORIZED FOR COAST GUARD MEMBERS WHO DEPLOY ABROAD FOR SERVICE IN THE GLOBAL WAR ON TERRORISM OPERATIONS ON OR AFTER 11 SEP 01 TO A DATE TO BE DETERMINED BY THE SECRETARY OF DEFENSE.

   B. INITIAL AWARD TO COAST GUARD MEMBERS IS LIMITED TO PERSONNEL DEPLOYED ABROAD IN OPERATION ENDURING FREEDOM AND OPERATION IRAQI FREEDOM IN THE FOLLOWING DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE DESIGNATED SPECIFIC GEOGRAPHIC AREAS OF ELIGIBILITY (AOE):  AFGHANISTAN, BAHRAIN BULGARIA (BOURGAS), CRETE, CYPRUS, DIEGO GARCIA, DJIBOUTI, EGYPT, ERITREA, ETHIOPIA, IRAN, IRAQ, ISRAEL, JORDAN, KAZAKHSTAN, KENYA, KUWAIT, KYRGYZSTAN, LEBANON, OMAN, PAKISTAN, PHILIPPINES, QATAR,

ROMANIA (CONSTANTA), SAUDIA ARABIA, SOMALIA, SYRIA, TAJIKISTAN, TURKEY (EAST OF 35 DEGREES EAST LATITUDE), TURKMENISTAN, UNITED ARAB EMIRATES, UZBEKISTAN, YEMEN, THAT PORTION OF THE ARABIAN SEA NORTH OF 10 DEGREES NORTH LATITUDE AND WEST OF 68 DEGREES LONGITUDE, BAB EL MANDEB, GULF OF ADEN, GULF OF AQABA, GULF OF OMAN, GULF OF SUEZ, THAT PORTION OF THE MEDITERRANEAN SEA EAST OF

28 DEGREES EAST LONGITUDE, PERSIAN GULF, RED SEA, STRAIT OF HORMUZ, AND SUEZ CANAL.

   C. COAST GUARD MEMBERS MUST BE ASSIGNED, ATTACHED, OR MOBILIZED TO A UNIT PARTICIPATING IN DESIGNATED OPERATIONS FOR AT LEAST 30 CONSECUTIVE DAYS OR FOR 60 NONCONSECUTIVE DAYS IN THE AOE, OR MEET ONE OF THE FOLLOWING CRITERIA:

      (1) BE ENGAGED IN ACTUAL COMBAT AGAINST THE ENEMY AND UNDER CIRCUMSTANCES INVOLVING GRAVE DANGER OF DEATH OR SERIOUS BODILY INJURY FROM ENEMY ACTION, REGARDLESS OF TIME IN THE AOE.

      (2) BE KILLED, WOUNDED OR INJURED REQUIRING MEDICAL

EVACUATION FROM THE AOE WHILE PARTICIPATING IN DESIGNATED

OPERATIONS.

      (3) BE PARTICIPATING AS A REGULARLY ASSIGNED AIRCREW MEMBER FLYING SORTIES INTO, OUT OF, WITHIN, OR OVER THE AOE IN DIRECT SUPPORT OF OPERATIONS ENDURING FREEDOM AND/OR IRAQI FREEDOM.  EACH DAY THAT ONE OR MORE SORTIES ARE FLOWN IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE CRITERIA SHALL COUNT AS ONE DAY TOWARDS THE 30 CONSECUTIVE OR 60 NONCONSECUTIVE DAY REQUIREMENT.

      (4) COAST GUARD MEMBERS OPERATING IN THE UNITED STATES ARE NOT ELIGIBLE FOR THE GWOTEM.

7. THE GWOTEM MAY BE AWARDED POSTHUMOUSLY TO ANY COAST GUARD MEMBER WHO LOST HIS/HER LIFE WHILE, OR AS A DIRECT RESULT OF, PARTICIPATING IN GLOBAL WAR ON TERRORISM OPERATIONS, WITHOUT REGARD IF OTHERWISE ELIGIBLE.

8. MANNER OF WEARING.  THE GWOTEM WILL BE WORN BEFORE THE GLOBAL WAR ON TERRORISM SERVICE MEDAL AND BOTH SHALL DIRECTLY FOLLOW THE KOSOVO CAMPAIGN MEDAL (KCM), (I.E. KCM, GWOTEM, GWOTSM, KDSM, ETC.).

9. VERIFICATION OF ENTITLEMENT AND ISSUANCE.  EFFECTIVE

IMMEDIATELY, THE COMBATANT COMMANDERS HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO AWARD THE GWOTEM FOR PERSONNEL DEPLOYED WITHIN THEIR THEATER. OTHERWISE, AREA COMMANDERS ARE AUTHORIZED TO AWARD THE GWOTEM TO QUALIFIED PERSONNEL.  PROPER DOCUMENTATION MUST ACCOMPANY EACH AUTHORIZATION TO ENSURE THAT THE MEMBERS SERVICE RECORD IS PROPERLY ANNOTATED.

10.  REQUEST FOR AWARD OF THE GWOTEM TO VETERANS, RETIREES, OR THEIR NEXT OF KIN SHOULD BE SUBMITTED IN WRITING TO THE NATIONAL PERSONNEL RECORDS CENTER (NPRC), COAST GUARD/NAVY PERSONNEL COMMAND RETIRED RECORDS SECTION, 9700 PAGE AVE., ROOM 5409, ST. LOUIS, MO 63132-5100.  REQUEST SHOULD INCLUDE A COPY OF THE DD FORM 214 AND ANY OTHER SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION TO SUBSTANTIATE SERVICE AS OUTLINED IN PARA 6 ABOVE.

11. PROCUREMENT. THE GWOTEM (NSN 8455-01-506-7144) IS AVAILABLE FOR PROCUREMENT THROUGH THE NORMAL DEFENSE SUPPLY SYSTEM.
