How to Request a Copy of your DD 214

If you are currently a member of Team Coast Guard (Active Duty or Reserve) your Personnel Reporting Unit should be able to assist you.

If you have separated from the Coast Guard you need to contact the National Personnel Records Center (NPRC). You can request copies of most of your military and medical records on file. Also, next-of-kin of deceased veterans have the same rights to full access to the records as the member. All requests for copies of records must be in writing, so no requests will be accepted over the Internet. The NPRC web page will provide you the necessary information needed to make a request.

Requests to obtain copies of DD-214's, Personnel Records, Medical & Dental Records, and Service Medals, etc. must be made to the NPRC. Requests must include complete name, rank, SSN, dates of service, & date of birth of service member.

If you separated from the service and plan on filing a claim for medical benefits with the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA), you do not need to request a copy of your military records from the NPRC. They will provide the original health records when requested by the VA after the claim filed.
