· Store valuables and personal papers in a waterproof container on the highest level of your home (or bring them with you).

· Be ready to drive 20 to 50 miles inland.

· Flashlight and extra batteries 

· Portable, battery-operated radio and extra batteries 

· First aid kit and manual 

· Emergency food and water

· Non-electric can opener 

· Essential medicines for several days

· Cash and credit cards
