ALCOAST 035/12 just came out officially declaring that the nylon liner is authorized to wear by itself.  If a member withes to wear the liner, there must be a cloth rank insignia affixed to the tab (same as the FWP II).  The liner can be purchased through UDC. I pasted a blurb from the ALCOAST below, however, I advise everyone to read the entire message. 

1. EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY, THE FOUL WEATHER PARKA II (FWP II) NYLON
LINER IS REDESIGNATED AS THE ODU UTILITY JACKET.
2. THE ODU UTILITY JACKET IS AUTHORIZED AS A STAND ALONE JACKET WHEN
WORN WITH THE ODU.
