DO YOU PLAN TO TRANSFER YOUR POST 9/11 GI Bill TO A DEPENDENT?  If so - please read!

If you did not have 20 years of service as of 1 August 2009 you will have a service obligation when you transfer your Post 9/11 GI Bill.  Most members will owe 4 years but could be less depending on TIS as of 1 Aug. 2009 and approved retirement date.  The KEY POINT is the service obligation clock starts ticking from the day you submit your transfer request!!  You cannot wait until you separate or retire and expect to transfer the benefit as you would not have enough remaining service time to meet the obligated service requirement.

CG Foundation Education SPOUSE GRANT

It is going to happen this year the Spouse Education Grant.  It will be needs based/merit grant of $500 for spouses of E3-E6 members.  A spouse only needs to show enrollment in an education program or proof of a course completion at any time after 31 March 2010 to qualify to apply.  The potential courses for this grant include those at vocational schools and certifications.  Spouses will not need to provide receipts for expenses, but they will need to itemize expenses.  Transportation and child care expenses can be listed as legitimate expenses for the grant.  There is a requirement for an essay no longer than 500 words.  It should address what it means to the applicant to be a Coast Guard spouse and what type of difference education has made or will make in their lives and the lives of their family.  Open application period EXTENDED until 24 June 2011.

New CGMA Education Loan

Coast Guard Mutual Assistance (CGMA) has just announced a new education loan, which came into being on 01 March 2011.  This interest-free loan replaces any existing education loans offered by CGMA.  It will provide up to $2,000 to eligible clients with qualified education expenses.  Only one education loan will be authorized at a time. Effective 1 July 2011 Changes to the Coast Guard transcript request process and new requirement for Mandatory Assessments

In an effort to extend tuition assistance funding, assessments of training records will become mandatory for all members seeking Coast Guard tuition assistance for the first time at the undergraduate level 1 July, 2011.  Additionally, beginning 1 July 2011 all members seeking Coast Guard tuition assistance at the undergraduate (associates and bachelors) level will be required to have a current assessment no older than four years before receiving Coast Guard tuition assistance.  It is very much encouraged for members to submit their assessment requests as soon as possible to avoid any delay in receiving tuition assistance.

The documentation of these credits may save the member time and money when pursuing their education goals.  It is a best practice to first have an assessment of a training record done prior to pursuing a degree.  There are very few credits that would apply to graduate degrees and therefore a first time applicant for TA seeking a degree at the graduate level would not need to first receive an assessment.

Tuesday’s: EOCT/EPME 0815 by appt.; Counseling/Advising/TA Asst. 1245 by appt.

Wednesday’s Walk-in day, no appt required for EOCT/EPME testing 0815 or 1245

Thursday’s: EOCT/EPME 0815 by appt.; Counseling/Advising/TA Asst. 1245 by appt.

Friday’s:  DLPT/ASTB or specialized exams (PRAXIS/ACT/SAT) 0815 by appt.

FAQ’s for ESO

1.  How do I schedule an EOCT/EPME/other exam?  Email or IM ESO for testing calendar and coordinate date/time via email for specific exam.  The testing/counseling schedule remains fairly consistent from month to month.

2. How can I order course study material?  Email ESO EMPLID and what material you require and it will be ordered followed up with a confirmation e-mail from CGI.  If you are a Reserve member the course material can be sent to your home address.

3. Can I take a CLEP exam at Sector?  You have two options:  the computer based CLEP testing with instant results is on NS Mayport on Thursdays and yes paper based CLEP testing is available for some exams but they must be ordered and mailed off for scoring.

4. What types of testing is available at Sector?  Defense Language Proficiency Testing, SAT/ACT, CLEP/DSST, ASTB, ASVAB re-test, college proctored exams, and placement tests.  

5. How do I get started using CG TA?  Always review the CG Institute TA web site for general information on using TA.  A quick review will get you started on the right foot.  Most of the CG has converted to using WebTA (ETA) to submit TA requests to their ESO (14 days prior to course start date-plus provide course documentation to ESO).

6. Can I sign out Rosetta Stone from ESO?  Yes, Spanish, Arabic, French, and German RS are available for sign-out from the ESO for 30-60 days.  Also the Joint Language Institute has free RS access.
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
