District Seven has signed a one year contract with Mango Languages that provides up to 1000 personnel access to Mango Basic, Mango Complete and Mango Mobile.

Mango Basic is a great way to get a quick taste of a language and learn a few useful conversations.  This program is available in 49 languages and 15 English as a Second Languages.  Mango Complete courses are designed for users who already know the basics and are ready to go deeper into a language culture.  This is available in 44 languages and 13 English as a Second Languages.

Mango Languages can be accessed from either a CGWS or your home computer.  Users can also take Mango along on their travels with the downloadable MP3 audio app for IPHONES, IPOD Touch and IPAD.

Access to these programs is available to active duty, reserve, civilian employees, auxiliary members and their spouses who are permanently assigned within the Seventh Coast Guard District.

Once received, ESO will provide the necessary password and program address access (within a few days from request).

Effective 1 July 2011 Changes to the Coast Guard transcript request process and new requirement for Mandatory Assessments

In an effort to extend tuition assistance funding, assessments of training records will become mandatory for all members seeking Coast Guard tuition assistance for the first time at the undergraduate level 1 July, 2011.  Additionally, beginning 1 July 2011 all members seeking Coast Guard tuition assistance at the undergraduate (associates and bachelors) level will be required to have a current assessment no older than four years before receiving Coast Guard tuition assistance.
