If you or a family member paid out of pocket for education expenses and if you have the receipt, each family may receive up to $250.00 per calendar year in reimbursements.  So, did you or a family member pay out of pocket for an education expense?  See ESO for forms and assistance in completing the SEG grant and one of our CGMA Officers (LTJG G. Johnson, LTJG A. Holm, or CWO H. Eystad) will process the request and cut you the reimbursement check usually within 1-2 days.

FREE Mango Language (online) learning software available!

District Seven has signed a one year contract with Mango Languages that provides up to 1000 personnel access to Mango Basic, Mango Complete and Mango Mobile.

Mango Basic is a great way to get a quick taste of a language and learn a few useful conversations.  This program is available in 49 languages and 15 English as a Second Languages.  Mango Complete courses are designed for users who already know the basics and are ready to go deeper into a language culture.  This is available in 44 languages and 13 English as a Second Languages.

Access to these programs is available to active duty, reserve, civilian employees, auxiliary members and their spouses who are permanently assigned within the Seventh Coast Guard District.
