FREE Mango Language (online) learning software available!

District Seven has signed a one year contract with Mango Languages that provides up to 1000 personnel access to Mango Basic, Mango Complete and Mango Mobile.

Mango Basic is a great way to get a quick taste of a language and learn a few useful conversations.  This program is available in 49 languages and 15 English as a Second Languages.  Mango Complete courses are designed for users who already know the basics and are ready to go deeper into a language culture.  This is available in 44 languages and 13 English as a Second Languages.

Access to these programs is available to active duty, reserve, civilian employees, auxiliary members and their spouses who are permanently assigned within the Seventh Coast Guard District.

Personnel interested in using this program will need to send an e-mail to ESO debra.a.annam@uscg.mil with their first and last names along with the e-mail address that they will be using to log on to the program.   Once received, ESO will provide the necessary password and program address access (within a few days from request).

The software is Mac, Vista and Win7 compatible. Students select the training they need and can study at their own pace, the programs also provide progress tracking and much more.

CG Exchange System Scholarships for dependent HS Seniors

CGES Scholarships available to:  dependents of Coast Guard active duty, Reserve, military retired members, current civilian non-appropriated fund (NAF) and appropriated fund (APF) employees, and Coast Guard Auxiliarists that are embarking on undergraduate college/university studies.
