MAY 2013 SWE cut-off of 1 FEB 2013 is fast approaching---plan ahead!

For those needing to take advancement EOCT/EPME exams, see below:

1.  Members must have current EPQs/RPQs (sign offs) for the exam they desire to take.  ESOs are required to validate current sign-offs before administering exams.

2.  Current EPQ/RPQs can be located on the CG Portal, click Training/Education tab, click LMS, click LMS link, go to catalogue and look under enlisted advancement for rate sign offs or EPME for the EPME sign offs.

3.  E-mail ESO for an appointment to take a test.  Most testing is done in the morning 0815/or after lunch 1245 by appointment.  As we approach the deadline the availability of appointments becomes more challenging.  Members should not plan to test same day they make a request, during this period (up to cut-off of 1 FEB 2013).

1. Email ESO your EMPLID and type of materials to be ordered (rating/or epme 4/6/8).
 
2.  Course study material is also located on the CG Portal under LMS.
