***NEW***  More changes to CG Tuition Assistance for ACTIVE DUTY remainder of FY13

Changes for the remainder of FY13 Tuition Assistance (TA) funds.

Ref: A. ALCOAST 175/13, Resumption of Coast Guard Tuition Assistance Funding B. ALCOAST 257/13, Change to Reserve Tuition Assistance Funding C. Performance Training and Education Manual, COMDTINST M1500.10(series)

1. Effective immediately for the remainder of the FY13 TA budget the Coast Guard Institute is accepting applications for all Active Duty members for all degree levels and is not retroactive. The remainder of the eligibility criteria contained in reference (a), limiting six credit hours per fiscal quarter; COs, OICs, or first O-6/GS-15 in the chain-of-command are still required to ensure individuals meet eligibility criteria remains in effect. An ALCOAST will be released in the next 48 hours that confirms this policy for the remainder of FY13. 

2. Provisions remain the same for Reserve TA as per references (a) and (b). TA for Reserve members is only available if the member E6 and below on long-term Active Duty orders issued for over 180 days. 

3. ESOs are directed to ensure members seeking TA funding are aware that TA funding remains volatile and members should plan accordingly when starting/continuing a degree program. Members are also reminded that TA is not approved until they have received a TA Authorization from CGI.

All Reserve and Active (Oct/Nov SWE’s) planning to test should monitor PPC/ADV website http://cgweb.ppc.uscg.mil/adv/  for the RSWE/SWE messages and eligibility spreadsheets. 

Steps for sitting for the Servicewide:

1.  Monitor PPC/ADV website for servicewide messages/eligibility spreadsheets.
2. After the eligibility cut-off (1 JUL reserve and 1 AUG active), monitor DA for updated PDE
3. Review PDE during PDE review period to ensure “eligible” and that SWE Testing location is correct
4. Make PDE corrections during the PDE review period listed in the SWE message
5. Study! If you need course material email ESO your EMPLID and what material you need.
6. Once SWE’s arrive, ESO emails members who have received a SWE with testing location, date/time.
7. Testing day, bring ID card, SWE chit (provided by ESO), wear uniform (Trop/or ODU), and approved items
8. Few days after SWE testing the raw test scores are posted in DA

Attendee selections for this course are to be RESTRICTED to those individuals who are slated to / or are already identified to assume a supervisory role in expanding incidents (Type 3), or perform Emergency Operations Center (EOC) Agency Liaison or Agency Emergency Coordination Officer (ECO) roles. Note: During an expanding incident, some or all of the Command and General Staff positions may be activated, as well as Division/Group Supervisor and/or Unit Leader level positions. These incidents may extend into multiple operational periods.

Description: This OBP course improves participants’ ability to successfully inspect for, detect, identify components of and respond to a Vehicle Borne Improvised Explosive Device (VBIED). The target audience consists of first responders, public safety officers, and private security officers tasked with inspecting vehicles for contraband, explosives, or any dangerous goods. The course covers the VBIED threat, explosives, IEDs, and vehicle inspections, enabling participants to detect, deter, protect against, and respond to terrorist use of explosives in the United States.

Recommended Participants:
The course is ideal for first responders, public safety officers tasked with inspecting vehicles for contraband, explosives, or any dangerous goods.  Limited to 24 participants.
