Requirement for completing EPQ’s before taking EOCT and AQE

There have been several requests asking for the official authority of ensuring EPQ's are completed prior to administering EOCT's and AQE's. Prior to administering an EOCT, EPQ's must be completed per para 2 of ALCOAST 297/08. Prior to administering an AQE, EPME performance requirements must be completed per para 2 of ALCOAST 179/05. 
CG Foundation Grants & Foreign Language Software

Coast Guard Institute Goes Green

To save resources (hundreds of reams of paper, scores of boxes of envelopes, and thousands of dollars in postage – not to mention hundreds of staff hours), the Coast Guard Institute will stop sending out paper results letters for EOCTs and AQEs starting on 01 July 2010.  Instead (as is currently the case), you will continue to receive your unofficial results by e-mail immediately after taking the test.  Your official results will continue to be posted to Direct Access within two work days after your test has been scored and the score verified.

The October 2010 RSWE message ALCGRSV 027/10 has been released.  

Please read and adhere to all deadlines!  RSWE exams usually arrive about 3 weeks prior to test date 16 Oct 2010.

Change in DANTES Re-Testing Policy 

Effective 20 November 2010, Defense Activity for Non-Traditional Education Support (DANTES) will only fund a Service member's initial examination fee for each subject College Level Examination Program (CLEP), DSST (previously known as the DANTES Subject Standardized Tests) and Excelsior College Examinations (ECE) exams.  

Due to the change, all Service members taking CLEP, DSST or ECE examination on or after 20 May 2010 will be informed they will not be allowed to retest with DANTES funding, on that specific exam, if they do not obtain their desired passing score.  However, retesting will continue to be available on a personally funded basis.  
CLEP Test Changes
Two CLEP tests are being retired on 01 July 2010: “English Composition” (with and without essay) and “Freshman College Composition”.  These tests may be taken through 15 May 2010, after which they will be replaced by two new tests.  “College Composition” will replace “English Composition” (with essay); “College Composition Modular” will replace “English Composition” (without essay) and “Freshman English Composition”.

Both of the new tests will have essay portions, but the essays will be optional on the “College Composition Modular” test.  Neither of these new tests will be available in a paper-based format at DANTES test centers (i.e., from ESOs). The other twelve paper-based tests currently available through ESOs at DANTES test centers are being updated.  In addition, the CollegeBoard will be making its “Spanish Language” exam available in paper-based format.  All thirteen of these tests will become available to DANTES test centers on 01 April 2010.
CLEP/DSST (DANTES) Exams Offered at Sector Jacksonville

At Sector Jacksonville the following paper based CLEP/DSST exams are offered:

DSST Offered (paper based)

Public Speaking, Ethics in America, Introduction to Computers, Principles of Supervision, Substance Abuse, Here’s to Your Health, Human Resource Management, Organizational Behavior, Introduction to World Religions, Introduction to Business, Fundamentals of College Algebra, management of Information Systems, Environmental and Humanity, Introduction to Law Enforcement, The Civil War and Reconstruction, and Human Cultural Geography.

CLEP Offered (paper based)

College Mathematics, Humanities, Social Science and History, Natural Science, Principles of Management, College Algebra, Information Systems, US History I, US History II, Analyzing and Interpreting Literature, Introductory Sociology, Introductory Psychology.

FAQs for ESO

1. How do I order course study material for EOCT/EPME?

A:   Email ESO your EMPLID and course materials requested and if a Reservist, an address where the materials should be shipped.

2. Will I be sitting for the SWE?

A:  The SWE message ALCGENL 014-10 outlines cut-off dates and procedures for sitting for the May SWE.  The SPO manages the PDEs as outlined in ALCGENL 014-10.  The ESO receives SWE’s about 3 weeks prior to the testing date(s) outlined in ALCGENL 014-10.  Once the exams are received, members are emailed specific procedures for taking the exam.
3. How do I submit a TA request via https://myeducation.netc.navy.mil ?

A:  All TA request are submitted using the electronic tuition assistance web site (ETA).  Email the ESO for an ETA SOP that walks you through creating a Navy Knowledge Online log in and password and directions on inputting the TA information in ETA . https://myeducation.netc.navy.mil
4. Can I get reimbursed for textbooks?

A:  The CG Mutual Assistance SEG grant will reimburse for textbooks up to $250.00 (this applies to spouse and dependents enrolled in their first degree program).  The CG Foundation Education Grant will reimburse up to $350 and the Vandeputten Grant is an additional $500.

5. How do I schedule an EOCT or EPME exam or DANTES exam?

A:  IM or email the ESO to coordinate a date/time.  Normally testing begins every morning right after colors; please confirm testing via Email or by IMing.
