Coast Guard searches for two Georgia men after vessel collides with anchored shrimp boat 
SAVANNAH, Ga. -- Coast Guard rescue crews along with crews from the Chatham County Sheriff's Office and the Department of Natural Resources are looking for two men after their 26-foot boat collided with a anchored shrimp boat at 11:22 p.m. at the mouth of the South Channel of the Savannah River, Ga.

William Cason, 24, a Bloomingdale, Ga., resident, Mathew Cason, 20, Joseph Alexander Jr.,18, a Griffin, Ga., resident, and  Dan Friest,17, were all on board when the boat struck the side of the shrimp boat, Captain Van.  Crewmembers on the shrimping vessel notified the Tybee Police Department who in turn notified the Coast Guard.  

Crewmembers on the Captain Van were able to rescue one from the water while Coast Guard crews from Station Tybee found and rescued one more.  Mathew Cason and Dan Friest are still missing.

Throughout the night and into the morning, rescue crews have been searching the North Tybee Island area by Coast Guard helicopter, local Chatham County divers and Coast Guard and Georgia DNR boat crews.

William Cason and Alexander were taken to the local hospital.
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
