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Coast Guard Rescues 3 Teenagers From the Marsh on Wassaw Island, Georgia
WASSAW ISLAND, GA - A Coast Guard rescue helicopter from Air Station Savannah rescued 3 teenagers after their 17FT boat ran aground in the marsh on Wassaw Island, Georgia.  

Coast Guard Group Charleston launched a Coast Guard HH-65B helicopter at 8:00 PM Thursday to assist the three men.  Using Night Vision Devices (NVDs), the Coast Guard helicopter located the boys in distress and lowered the Coast Guard rescue swimmer to the grounded boat.  The rescue swimmer, a certified emergency medical technician (EMT) evaluated the condition of the boys and prepared them to be hoisted by the helicopter.  After hoisting the 3 boys to safety, the helicopter transported them to Hunter AAF.  All three boys were in good condition.

As always, the Coast Guard urges all boaters to keep proper safety equipment on board their vessel.  Life jackets, flares, fire extinguishers, and a VHF-FM radio are just a few examples of life saving equipment every boater should have on board.  It is always advisable to file a float plan prior to taking to the waterways.
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
