GROUP ST. PETERSBURG INSTRUCTION 3440.1Q

	Subj:
	hurricane/heavy weather procedures


1. PURPOSE.  This instruction prescribes procedures and assigns responsibilities for measures to be taken in the event of a heavy weather threat within Group St. Petersburg’s area of responsibility (AOR).

2. ACTION.  All group units shall comply with the requirements of this instruction.  They must ensure individual hurricane plans are kept current and up to date.  All unit personnel shall review and ensure readiness to implement the contents of this instruction prior to the beginning of each hurricane season.

a.  Background discussion and about hurricanes when the various hurricane conditions are set may be found in enclosure (1).

b.  The pre-hurricane season checklist is included in enclosure (2) and will be completed prior to 20 May each year.  Completion of the checklist will be reported to the Group Operations.

c.  The Hurricane condition IV checklist shall be implemented prior to 1 June each year and is included in enclosure (3).

d.  The Hurricane condition III checklist is included in enclosure (4) and will be completed 48 hours prior to the projected arrival of hurricane force winds in the group AOR.

e.  The Hurricane condition II checklist is included in enclosure (5) and will be completed 24 hours prior to the projected arrival of hurricane force winds in the group AOR.

f.  The Hurricane condition I checklist is included in enclosure (6) and will be completed 12 hours prior to the projected arrival of hurricane force winds in the group AOR.  

g. Once a hurricane has passed, the post-hurricane recovery and assistance checklist shall be completed and is included in enclosure (7).

h. Enclosure (8) includes a list of Auxiliarists, as well as state, and local agencies for notification purposes.

i.  Enclosure (9) is a list of minimum equipment required to be onboard Base St. Petersburg in the event of a hurricane.

j.  Enclosure (10) includes a set of guidelines provided for dependents and significant others in the event a hurricane becomes a threat to the local area.

k.  Enclosure (11) is an essential personnel roster that designates duty assignments for group staff.

3. DIRECTIVES AFFECTED.  GRUINST 3440.1P is hereby cancelled.

4. GROUP UNIT HURRICANE PLANS.  The group exercises review authority for all subordinate unit hurricane plans.   Field unit hurricane plans are maintained in the integrated command center (ICC) and should be reviewed for viability and completeness prior to the beginning of each hurricane season.

HURRICANE BACKGROUND DISCUSSION

1. The hurricane season throughout Group St. Petersburg’s area of responsibility (AOR) extends from June 1st through November 30th each year.  All units and department heads should be familiar with the different hurricane conditions and the specific actions required for each.

a. Condition V – Automatically set at the end of the hurricane season by Commander, Seventh Coast Guard District from December 1st through May 31st each year.

b. Condition IV – Automatically set at the beginning of the hurricane season by Commander, Seventh Coast Guard District from June 1st through November 30th each year.

c. Condition III – Normally set 48 hours prior to the projected arrival of hurricane force winds in Group St. Petersburg’s AOR.

d. Condition II – Normally set 24 hours prior to the projected arrival of hurricane force winds in Group St. Petersburg’s AOR.

e. Condition I – Normally set 12 hours prior to the projected arrival of hurricane force winds in Group St. Petersburg’s AOR.

2. Hurricanes vary considerably in size and intensity.  They are graded Category I through V using the Saffir – Simpson scale, with Category I being a minimal hurricane and Category V having severe intensity and size.  Meteorologists state that a Category V storm is extremely rare, occurring only two to three times each century.  Hurricanes of Category III are extremely dangerous having sustained winds in the core in excess of 150 miles per hour (mph).  The most common hurricanes are Category I that have winds of 74 – 95 mph.  These are considered minimal hurricanes, but still possess a great destructive force.

3. Certain phenomena are characteristic of all tropical storms and hurricanes including tornadoes and flooding.  All personnel should be aware of these phenomena.  They should anticipate the effect on a particular area based on the severity of the storm and the projected storm path.

a. EYE – One of the criteria for upgrading a tropical depression to a tropical storm is the formation of an “eye”.  This is an area of light to calm winds with partly cloudy skies (10 to 40 miles in diameter) at the center of a storm circulation.  If a location lies in the path of the eye, the arrival of the eye will be preceded by the storm’s maximum winds, especially in the northeast quadrant.  After passage of the eye, winds will increase rapidly to maximum force from the direction opposite to that observed before the eye passed.

b. All tropical storms in the Northern Hemisphere have a counter-clockwise wind circulation.  The approximate direction of the center and the direction of the storm’s movement can be ascertained by the direction and changes in the apparent wind direction at any location.

c. STORM SURGE – This is the most dangerous and destructive of all tropical storm phenomena.  A storm surge is a rapid rise in the water level above the normal tide level due to the effects of strong winds and low barometric pressure at the water surface.  For example, the storm surge in a recent Category V hurricane immediately east of the eye was 20 to 25 feet in height and traveled 7 to 10 miles inland.  Whenever a large number of fatalities occur in a hurricane, the cause is usually drowning resulting from a large storm surge.  In response to the push of hurricane winds, a 15 to 20 foot surge can be realized in less than one hour.  While this is the extreme, storm surges are very dangerous, hard to predict and their formation is very rapid.  Upon passage of the eye of the hurricane, all units must be prepared for abnormal low tides as well as storm surge.  The primary concern then becomes the grounding of moored vessels.

Note:  Due to the irregular contour and shallow bottom of the Florida West Coast, the storm surge will vary throughout the group boundaries.  Water surge is expected to be enhanced by the basic funnel shape of Tampa Bay and differences of up to three feet can be expected.

4. Hurricanes and their effects are extremely variable and planning should be flexible enough to cover any situation.  Diligently monitoring the hurricanes current location, size and winds, as well as its projected track and intensity, is absolutely crucial.

If the order to “evacuate” has been given, the next oncoming ICC COMMCEN watches will proceed to an alternate operations site with their augmentation teams and assume the watch as soon as the alternate ICC COMMCEN is on-line.  The security and assessment teams will seek shelter locally and return to the group when the storm has passed.

The deputy group commander will determine when non-essential personnel will be recalled to the group.  Auxiliary facilities that are able to respond will conduct SAR post storm damage surveys as needed.  Reserve personnel will be recalled as needed by their active duty supervisors.

HURRICANE GUIDELINES FOR DEPENDENTS/SIGNIFICANT OTHERS

The following guidelines are provided for Group St. Petersburg personnel and their dependents in the event a hurricane becomes a threat to the local area.  With search and rescue as one of our primary missions, Coast Guard members will most likely be recalled to duty in the event of an emergency, such as a hurricane.  Please keep in mind, you may have to prepare for the storm and evacuate the area without the benefit of your spouse or significant other being with you.

Background


Florida is the most hurricane-prone state in the union.  The southwest region of the state, which includes Tampa Bay, averages one hurricane landfall every five years, with 50% of those being major hurricanes.


The National Hurricane Center issues forecasts of a hurricane’s location and maximum winds for the upcoming 72 hours.  When a hurricane is within 72 hours of affecting any land area, the National Hurricane Center issues probabilities of the hurricane affecting specific locations.  If the hurricane is within 36 hours of a possible landfall, or up to 48 hours if a holiday weekend, a hurricane watch will be issued for the area considered threatened.  When a hurricane is with 18-24 hours of landfall, a Hurricane warning will be issued for the areas that could experience hurricane conditions.  This should allow for up to 12 hours of daylight for evacuations.  However, for those hurricanes that develop rapidly and very close to the coast, this amount of time may not always be possible.  Heed the recommendations or orders to evacuate when given by the local emergency management officials, whether hurricane warnings have been issued or not.  Do not base your decision on past experience!!

While high winds have enormous destructive potential, the storm surge, or rise of water above its normal level, is often the greatest danger in a hurricane.  This is especially true for major hurricanes, with winds exceeding 110 miles per hour.  The height of the storm surge increases with the strength of the winds, and is also affected by the depth of water near the coastline.  The St. Petersburg/Clearwater area is especially susceptible to storm surge.  It has been estimated that a surge of up to 20 feet is possible here.  Most often, the order to evacuate is based upon the National Hurricane Center’s knowledge of storm surge potential.  Should you decide not to evacuate, remember, drowning due to the storm surge is the greatest cause of death in a hurricane!!

People, who live far enough inland that the storm surge is not a threat, should be primarily concerned with wind damage.  Winds of up to 200 miles per hour are possible along the coast, while some hurricanes have maintained 100 miles per hour as far as 200 miles inland.  Often, decisions to evacuate are based upon potential wind damage.  Tornados have also been known to develop in hurricanes.  If a tornado warning is issued, or a tornado is sighted, go to an interior room and stay away from the windows and doors.


Rainfall associated with hurricanes can also be deadly.  This is mainly dependent upon the speed at which the hurricane moves.  Often the weaker, slower moving hurricanes, or even tropical storms, create the greatest flood damage and injury.  It is not uncommon for even minor hurricanes to leave up to two feet of rainfall in their wakes!  Expectations of torrential rainfall may also cause officials to call for evacuation from low-lying areas

If a hurricane or tropical storm warning is issued, listen to the radio, television (The Weather Channel or Bay News 9) or NOAA Weather Radio 162.55MHz.  Ensure you are aware of which evacuation zone you live in and whether or not an evacuation is in effect.  If you live in a mobile home, check the tie-downs and leave immediately for a safer place.  Mobile homes are not a safe place in hurricane force winds.


  Prepare for high winds.  Brace your garage door, lower antennas and put caps on roof winds turbine openings.  Remove screening panels from pool enclosures.  Anchor objects outside.  Put lawn furniture inside the house or even inside the pool.  Garbage cans, awnings or any loose objects can become deadly missiles.  Board up or shutter large windows and sliding glass doors securely.  Tape exposed glass to reduce shattering.  Draw drapes across windows and doors to protect against flying glass if shattering does occur.  Move cars and boats on trailers close to the house.  Fill boats with water to weigh them down.  Lash boats securely to the trailer and use tie downs to anchor the trailer to the ground.  Check the mooring lines of boats in the water.  Time permitting, move them to a safe harbor or sink them.  Do not drain swimming pools.  

        Store valuable and personal papers in a high and dry location.  Put irreplaceable documents in waterproof containers and store them in the highest place possible.  Do not leave pets unattended at home.  Make arrangements to keep them in a safe place.  If you do evacuate your home, be sure to take the above listed items with you.  You should also keep a ready supply of cash on hand in case local vendors are unable to process personal checks and credit cards.  

        If there is a possibility that you won’t evacuate, you may need to store water for several days.  Turn your refrigerator and freezer to their coldest settings.  Store plastic bottles of water in your freezer.  Sterilize and fill containers with water.  Fill your bathtub and washing machine with water.  You should have at least one quart of drinking water per person, per day.  Finally, review your survival supplies.

Evacuation


If an evacuation is necessary, leave as early in the day as possible.  Ensure that your car is filled with gas (this should be done prior to the decision to evacuate).  Staying with friends or family that live in a safe structure and in an area outside the storm’s path is preferable.


Prior to leaving your home, ensure that all of your doors are locked.  Turn off the gas, electricity and water.  Check to see that everything has been done to protect your property from loss and damage.  For the shelters, bring blankets, sleeping bags, flashlights, food for any special dietary needs, and lightweight folding chairs.  Do not take pets.  Many local veterinarians and kennels provide shelter, but this must be set up well in advance.  Alcoholic beverages and weapons are not allowed.  Also bring along small games for the children.


Carry along survival supplies:

· Extra medical prescriptions and medications, spare eyeglasses and hearing aids/batteries.


Keep the following papers with you:

· Copy of property tax receipt or rental check.

· Drivers license or other identification.

· Insurance policies.

· Property inventory.

· Medical alert devices, if applicable.


If you are not ordered to evacuate and elect to stay at home, ensure that you stay indoors during the hurricane.  Blowing debris can injure and kill.  Do not go outside during the brief lull of the passing of the eye.  The winds can pick up to 75 miles per hour in a matter of seconds.  Go to interior rooms of your home.  Stay away from windows and glass doors.  Stay on the lowest floor available.  Continue to monitor local radio, the weather channel, or NOAA Weather Radio for information from official sources.  Unexpected changes can lead to last-minute relocations.  Always remain calm; foolish and hastily-made decisions can cause irreparable damage.


Once the hurricane has passed and you’re in a shelter, remain there until given official word that it is all right to return home.  Stay tuned to local radio or television stations for any instructions.  Stay out of disaster areas that could be dangerous or where your presence could obstruct rescue efforts.  Do not sightsee and do not drive unless it is absolutely necessary.  Roads should be left clear for emergency vehicles, and debris-filled streets can be dangerous.  Avoid loose or dangling wires and report them to your local electric company.   People have been killed picking up or walking near downed electrical lines after storms.  Report broken sewer or water mains to your local water department.  Prevent fires.  Lowered water pressure may make fire fighting very difficult.  Be aware of potential flood areas and remain clear of them.  If the power has been cut off, check refrigerated food for spoilage.  Be suspicious of water that may have been contaminated.


Preparation is the key to surviving a hurricane.  Ensure the entire family is involved and aware of their responsibilities.  If you have any questions, please feel free to contact the Integrated Command Center at (727) 824-7506.

Insurance


It is important to ensure that you have adequate insurance protection for your home and possessions.  Make sure you have adequate coverage.  Your home may have increased in value during the past few years.  Any home improvement or purchases may not be covered.  Review your coverage and consider increasing it if you find it isn’t adequate.


Check your policy for flood and/or windstorm coverage.  A standard homeowner’s policy does not cover flood damage caused by rising water.  If you live in a low-lying or flood-prone area, you should ask your agent about flood insurance.  Most standard homeowner policies have windstorm damage coverage.  Ensure that windstorm exclusion has not been written into your policy.  Remember, most companies will not accept new applications when a hurricane watch is in effect.  So, it is essential that you check this now.


Update your inventory of personal belongings.  Insurance companies will require proof of the cost of an item.  So, you should itemize your belongings, the cost, receipts, dates of purchases and serial numbers, etc.


Keep a copy of your insurance policies, inventory, and other important papers in a safety deposit box or with a friend or relative for safekeeping.  It may be important to have quick access to this information.


Contact your insurance agent to discuss any important policy changes.


For more information on coverage for homeowner’s, renter’s, mobile home owner’s, and condominium owner’s insurance, obtain a copy of the Homeowner’s Insurance Shopper’s Guide, which is available through the Insurance Consumer’s Hotline (sponsored by the Florida Department of Insurance) at (800) 342-2762. After the hurricane passes, immediately report property damage to your agent and insurance company.  They should provide you with claim forms and arrange for an adjuster to visit your property and assess the damages.  Document any emergency repairs that you’ve made.  If you’re required to leave your home due to the damages, lock your windows (if in place) and doors, and remove any valuable items.  Be aware of fly-by-night repair services, and report any price gouging to the local authorities.


It is likely that during pre/post-hurricane conditions, communications will be unreliable or even nonexistent.  It is imperative during these conditions that group personnel be able to contact their respective departments and equally important for the group to have an accurate accounting of group personnel.


Note:  If the number is busy, be patient and keep calling back.  It is crucial that the group know everyone’s status and location.
