EMERGENCY EVACUATION PROCEDURES FOR BUILDING OR TERMINAL

EXPLOSION OR AIRCRAFT DOWN (CRASH)

In the event an explosion (criminal, terrorist or ACCIDENTAL) mishap oR aircraft crash occurs on OR NEAR JAXPORT PROPERTY, all affected persons will take the following actions:

1. IMMEDIATELY take cover under or behind objects which provide protection from falling glass or FLYING debris.

2. After the affeCts of the explosion and/or fire have subsided enough to allow safe communicationS notify FIRE/POLICE BY CALLING: 911.  Give your name, location, casualties and describe the nature of the incident, REMAIN ON THE TELEPHONE OR other METHOD OF COMMUNICATION UNTIL TOLD TO DISCONTINUE THE REPORTING PROCEDURE.
3. IF THE BUILDING EVACUATION ALARM (FIRE) IS ACTIVATED DURING AN EMERGENCY, IF SAFE TO DO SO LEAVE BY THE EMERGENCY EVACUATION ROUTE FOR THE AREA IN WHICH YOU ARE LOCATED.  IF THE EXIT IS BLOCKED USE THE NEAREST MARKED EXIT AND ALERT OTHERS TO DO THE SAME.

4. ASSIST THE HANDICAPPED IN EXITING THE BUILDING – DO NOT USE ANY ELEVATOR IN CASE OF FIRE OR IN THE EVENT OF A POWER FAILURE OR LOSS.

5. ONCE OUTSIDE, PROCEED TO A CLEAR AREA THAT IS AT LEAST 600 FEET AWAY FROM THE AFFECTED BUILDING OR AREA.  KEEP STREETS, FIRE LANES, HYDRANT AREAS AND WALKWAYS CLEAR FOR EMERGENCY VEHICLES AND PERSONNEL.  KNOW YOUR ASSEMBLY POINTS AND PROCEED THERE WHEN DIRECTED.

6. DO NOT RETURN TO AN EVACUATED BUILDING OR AREA UNLESS TOLD TO DO SO BY EMERGENCY PERSONNEL OR OTHER COMPETENT AUTHORITY.

7. IF REQUESTED ASSIST EMERGENCY CREWS AND POLICE AS NECESSARY.

8. AN EMERGENCY COMMAND POST WILL BE SET UP NEAR THE INCIDENT LOCATION.  KEEP CLEAR OF THE COMMAND POST UNLESS YOU HAVE OFFICIAL BUSINESS.

FIRE

IF THE FIRE CAN BE SAFeLY EXTINGUISHED, DO SO, THEN CALL 911 AND REPORT THE INCIDENT. IF IT CANNOT BE SAFELY EXTINGUISHED CALL 911 IMMEDIATELY.
All SUPERVISORS will ensure their employees are aware of the location of FIRE extinguishers and fire alarms in their work areas.  All employees should be aware of emergency evacuation routes for their work areas, the location of fire exit windows and other escape routes.

IN THE EVENT OF A FIRE:

1. IF AN EMERGENCY EXISTS ACTIVATE THE BUILDING FIRE ALARM SYSTEM AND CONTACT THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

A. IF A MINOR FIRE APPEARS CONTROLLABLE, IMMEDIATELY CONTACT, OR DIRECT SOMEONE IN THE AREA TO CONTACT THE FIRE DEPARTMENT OR JAXPORT POLICE, THEN PROMPTLY DIRECT THE CHARGE OF A FIRE EXTINGUISHER TOWARD THE BASE OF THE FLAME.

B. ON LARGE FIRES THAT DO NOT APPEAR CONTROLLABLE, IMMEDIATELY ACTIVATE THE BUILDING FIRE ALARM AND CONTACT, OR DIRECT SOMEONE IN THE AREA TO CALL 911.  CLOSE ALL THE DOORS WHILE EXITING THE BUILDING TO REDUCE OXYGEN AND SLOW THE SPREAD OF THE FIRE  -  DO NOT LOCK THE DOORS!

2. FOLLOW ALL DIRECTIONS FROM THE FLOOR MONITOR AND ASSIST IN THE EVACUATION OF THE BUILDING.  SMOKE IS THE GREATEST DANGER IN ANY FIRE, SO BE PREPARED TO STAY NEAR THE FLOOR WHERE THE AIR WILL BE LESS TOXIC.

3. DO NOT USE THE ELEVATORS, TAKE THE STAIRWELLS. TEST DOORS FOR FIRE BY PLACING THE BACK OF YOUR HAND ON THE DOORKNOB, DOOR OR FRAME.  IF WARM TAKE AN ALTERNATE PATH.

4. IF TRAPPED ON A SECOND FLOOR OR HIGHER, HANG AN ARTICLE OF CLOTHING OUT OF THE WINDOW TO SIGNAL EMERGENCY SERVICE PERSONNEL.

5. DURING THE EVACUATION, DIRECT CROWDS AWAY FROM FIRE HYDRANTS, ROADWAYS, AND CLEAR SIDEWALKS IMMEDIATELY ADJACENT TO THE BUILDING INVOLVED.  ASK BYSTANDERS TO ASSIST IN WATCHING WINDOWS, DOORWAYS AND OTHER ESCAPE ROUTES FOR PERSONS THAT MAY BE TRAPPED INSIDE.  DO NOT ATTEMPT TO RESCUE TRAPPED PERSONS – NOTIFY FIRE/POLICE PERSONNEL.

EARTHQUAKE

DURING AN EARTHQUAKE, REMAIN CALM AND QUICKLY FOLLOW STEPS OUTLINED BELOW:

1. IF INDOORS SEEK REFUGE IN A DOORWAY OR UNDER A DESK OR TABLE.  STAY AWAY FROM GLASS WINDOWS, SHELVES, AND HEAVY EQUIPMENT.

2. IF OUTDOORS MOVE QUICKLY AWAY FROM BUILDINGS, UTILITY POLES, AND OTHER STRUCTURES.  CAUTION:  ALWAYS AVOID POWER OR UTILITY LINES THAT HAVE FALLEN OR MAY BE ENERGIZED.

3. IF IN AN AUTOMOBILE, STOP IN THE SAFEST PLACE AVAILABLE, PREFERABLY AWAY FROM POWER LINES, UTILITY POLES OR TREES.  STOP AS QUICKLY AS SAFETY PERMITS, BUT STAY IN YOUR VEHICLE FOR THE SHELTER IT OFFERS.

4. AFTER THE INITIAL SHOCK, EVALUATE THE SITUTATION AND IF EMERGENCY HELP IS NECESSARY:

CALL FIRE/POLICE AT:           911_______
PROTECT YOURSELF AT ALL TIMES AND BE PREPARED FOR AFTER SHOCKS.

5. DAMAGED FACILITIES SHOULD BE REPORTED  JAXPORT RISK MANAGEMENT AT:     630-3012.
6. IF AN EMERGENCY EXISTS, ACTIVATE THE BUILDING FIRE ALARM.

SEVERE WEATHER EMERGENCY AND TORNADO WARNING

JAXPORT POLICE RECEIVE SEVERE WEATHER BULLETINS FROM THEIR COMMUNICATIONS CENTER.  SHOULD A SEVER WEATHER BULLETIN BE RECEIVED, JAXPORT TENANTS WILL BE NOTIFIED VIA THE TENANT COMMUNICATIONS PLAN.

NOTE: IF AUDIBLE WARNING SYSTEM IS NOT INSTALLED, PERSONNEL WILL BE NOTIFIED BY TELEPHONE, E-MAIL OR BY POLICE / SECURITY PERSONNEL TO INCLUDE THE USE OF VEHICLE PUBLIC ADDRESS SYSTEM IF SEVER ENOUGH, AND TIME PERMITS.

SEVERE THUNDERSTORM WARNING:

A. INDICATES OUR IMMEDIATE AREA COULD RECEIVE HIGH WINDS, RAIN, LIGHTING AND HAIL.   ALL PERSONS OUTSIDE SHOULD USE EXTREME CAUTION AND BE PREPARED TO SEEK SHELTER IMMEDIATELY. 

TORNADO WARNING:

B. INDICATES OUR IMMEDIATE AREA HAS TORNADO ACTIVITY AND A THREAT OF A TORNADO IS LIKELY. ALL PERSONS OUTSIDE SHOULD USE EXTREME CAUTION AND BE PREPARED TO SEEK SHELTER IMMEDIATELY. 

FLOODING

FLOODING CAN MAKE TRAVEL HAZARDOUS.  WHEN THE POTENTIAL OR CONDITIONS DEVELOP THAT WOULD MAKE TRAVEL HAZARDOUS, THE FOLLOWING STEPS WILL BE FOLLOWED:

1.
JAXPORT POLICE RECEIVE SEVERE WEATHER BULLETINS FROM THEIR COMMUNICATIONS CENTER.  SHOULD A FLOOD WATCH BE ISSUED, JAXPORT TENANTS WILL BE NOTIFIED.

NOTE: IF AUDIBLE WARNING SYSTEM IS NOT INSTALLED, PERSONNEL WILL BE NOTIFIED BY TELEPHONE, E-MAIL AND BY POLICE / SECURITY PERSONNEL DIRECTLY OR BY VEHICLE PUBLIC ADDRESS SYSTEM IF THE THREAT IS SEVERE ENOUGH, AND TIME PERMITS.

2.  CONTACT THE CHIEF, OF THE SAFETY BRANCH OR FACILITY DIRECTOR AT ARTESIA OR CHELTENHAM AND DETERMINE THE IMPACT ON THE RESPECTIVE FACILITIES.

3. THE RESPECTIVE TERMINAL DIRECTOR WILL DETERMINE WHETHER OR NOT TO SUSPEND ACTIVITIES UNTIL SAFE TO RESUME.

4. THE JAXPORT PUBLIC AFFAIRS OFFICE WILL BE NOTIFIED AND OTHER WARNINGS AND ALERTS WILL BE MADE TO APPROPRIATE TERMINAL PERSONNEL

5. JAXPORT POLICE/SECURITY WILL SECURE ROADWAYS AND CONTROL OR RESTRICT TRAFFIC ON THE FACILITY AS CONDITIONS WARRANT.

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS, CHEMICAL OR RADIATION SPILL

HAZARDOUS CHEMICALS AND MATERIALS ARE USED ON AND AROUND JAXPORT AS WELL AS ARE BEING TRANSPORTED ON PUBLIC ROADWAYS ADJACENT TO JAXPORT FACILITIES.  THESE MATERIALS MAY THREATEN THE SAFETY OF PERSONS AND THE ENVIRONMENT SHOULD A SPILL OR RELEASE OCCUR.  THE FOLLOWING STEPS WILL BE UNDERTAKEN IN THE EVENT OF A SPILL OR RELEASE.

1. ANY SPILLAGE OR RELEASE OF HAZARDOUS MATERIALS, SUCH AS CHEMICALS OR FUEL OILS WILL BE REPORTED TO  FIRE/POLICE/HAZMAT

2. WHEN REPORTING BE SPECIFIC ABOUT THE MATERIALS INVOLVED, VEHICLE INVOLVED, APPROXIMATE QUANTITIES, AND NATURE OR CAUSE OF THE SPILL OR RELEASE.  RISK MANAGEMENT WILL RESPOND AND ASSESS THE IMPACT OF THE SPILL.  

3. ON-SITE PERSONELL SHOULD EFFECT EVACUATION OF THE AFFECTED AREA AT ONCE,  AND SEAL IT OFF TO PREVENT FURTHER CONTAMINATION OF OTHER AREAS OR PERSONS UNTIL THE ARRIVAL OF EMERGENCY SERVICES PERSONNEL.  AT NO TIMES SHOULD SOMEONE RE-ENTER AN AREA THAT HAS ALREADY BEEN EVACUATED.

4. IF AN EVACUATION IS REQUIRED, THE PERSON(S) IN CHARGE AT THE SITE SHOULD ACTIVATE THE BUILDING ALARM OR DIRECT ALL PERSONNEL THE FOLLOW STANDARD EVACUATION ROUTES UNLESS SUCH ROUTES WOULD EXPOSE PERSONNEL TO CONTAMINATION THEN OTHER ROUTES SHOULD BE FOLLOWED.   

SUSPECTED EXPLOSIVE DEVICE OR BOMB THREAT

1. IF YOU OBSERVE A SUSPICIOUS OBJECT, PACKAGE, OR POTENTIAL EXPLOSIVE DEVICE – DO NOT HANDLE OR TOUCH THE ITEM – CLEAR THE AREA IMMEDIATELY AND NOTIFY YOUR SUPERVISOR.  CONTACT POLICE/FIRE AT  ___911____. DO NOT USE A CELLULAR TELEPHONE OR RADIO TO MAKE THIS INITIAL NOTIFICATION – USE HARD LINE TELEPHONE AT A SAFE DISTANCE FROM THE ITEM.

2. UPON NOTIFICATION POLICE/FIRE WILL RESPOND AND ASSUME CONTROL OF THE SCENE.  

3. ANY PERSON RECEIVING A TELEPHONIC BOMB THREAT SHOULD ASK THE CALLER:

A. WHEN IS THE BOMB GOING TO EXPLODE?  

B. WHERE IS THE BOMB LOCATED? 

C. WHAT KIND OF A BOMB IS IT? 

D. WHAT DOES IT LOOK LIKE? 

E. WHY DID YOU PLACE THE BOMB?

F. WHAT IS YOUR NAME?

1. INITIATE IMMEDIATE CONTACT BY CALLING   ____911___ IF HOSTILE OR VIOLENT BEHAVIOR, ACTUAL OR POTENTIAL, IS WITNESSED.  IF TIME PERMITS, CALL YOUR IMMEDIATE SUPERVISOR AND INFORM THEM OF THE SITUATION AS WELL. 

2. PROVIDE DETAILED PHYSICAL DESCRIPTIONS OF THE OFFENDER(S) CLOTHING DESCRIPTIONS, TYPES OF WEAPONS AND CASUALTIES IF ANY.

3. LEAVE THE IMMEDIATE AREA WHENEVER POSSIBLE AND DIRECT OTHERS TO DO SO.

4. YOU ARE NOT TRAINED TO HANDLE HOSTILE PERSONS SO ALWAYS AVOID CONFRONTATION IF POSSIBLE. 

5. SHOULD GUNFIRE ERUPT OR EXPLOSIVES DETONATE – TAKE IMMEDIATE COVER.  IF POSSIBLE CLOSE AND LOCK ALL DOORS SEPARATING YOU OR OTHERS FROM THE THREAT.

6. DO NOT RETURN TO THE AREA OR UNLOCK DOORS UNTIL POLICE, OR OTHER OFFICALS DIRECT YOU TO DO SO.   FOLLOW ALL DIRECTIONS GIVEN BY POLICE PERSONNEL IMMEDIATELY.

HOSTAGE SITUATIONS

1. BE PATIENT – TIME IS ON YOUR SIDE – AVOID DRASTIC ACTION UNLESS IT IS TO PREVENT YOUR DEATH – PAY CLOSE ATTENTION.

2. FOLLOW INSTRUCTIONS BY YOUR CAPTOR(S) – STAY ALERT, DO NOT APPEAR AS A THREAT TO YOUR CAPTOR(S) – EXPECT THE UNEXPECTED, SEVERE MOOD SWINGS AND IRRATIONAL ACTIONS BY YOUR CAPTOR(S).

3. DO NOT MAKE SUDDEN MOVES – ADDRESS YOUR CAPTOR(S) BY NAME AND TELL THEM YOUR NAME – MAKE YOUR CAPTOR(S) FEEL YOU ARE VERY VALUABLE ALIVE – BUILD RAPPORT.

4. HELP IS ON THE WAY – IF A RESCUE ATTEMPT IS MADE DO NOT ASSIST THE RESCUE TEAM – COMPLY WITH ALL ORDERS OF ANY RESCUE TEAM.

2. PREVENTION - OF ACCESS OR EGRESS AT ANY JAXPORT FACILITY.

3. THREAT - OF PHYSICAL HARM TO ANY PERSONS ON OR ATTEMPTING TO     

                     ENTER OR EXIT ANY JAXPORT FACILITY OR DAMAGE TO ANY JAXPORT 


PROPERTY OR FACILITY.

· ALL DEMONSTRATIONS WILL BE MONITORED BY LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT.

· GENERALLY NON-OBSTRUCTIVE DEMONSTRATIONS WILL BE ALLOWED TO BE UNDERTAKEN UNLESS ONE OF THE AFOREMENTIONED EVENTS TAKES PLACE DURING THE DEMONSTRATION (INTERFERENCE, PREVENTION OR THREAT).

· THE JAXPORT EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR AND TERMINAL DIRECTORS DIRECTOR OF JAXPORT WILL BE NOTIFIED OF ANY DEMONSTRATION OCCURING.  SHOULD ANY DEMONSTRATION THREATEN THE SAFETY AND SECURITY OF ANY JAXPORT FACILITY THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR MAY CLOSE OR SECURE THE AFFECTED AREA.

· Unknown persons attempting to gain access to facilities 

· Unknown persons loitering in an area for extended periods of time 

· Unknown persons photographing facilities 

· Suspicious individuals establishing businesses or roadside food stands either adjacent or in proximity to facilities 

· Unknown persons calling facilities to ascertain security, personnel or standard operating procedures 

· Vehicles or small boats with personnel in them loitering, photographing sites or creating diagrams of facilities 

· Bomb threats of any type 

· Theft of facility vehicles, vehicle passes, personnel identification, uniforms or standard operating procedures documents 

· Suspicious general aviation aircraft operating in proximity to facilities 

· Unknown persons attempting to gain information about facilities by walking up to personnel or their families and engaging them in conversation 

· Suspicious vendors attempting to sell merchandise 

· Unknown or suspicious workmen trying to gain access to facilities 

· Suspicious e-mails requesting information about facilities, personnel or standard operating procedures 

· Anti-American sentiment expressed by ANYONE. 

· Suspicious package drop-offs or attempts to do so 

· Anti-American literature distributed to employees or placed on vehicles on parking lots
