SET HURRICANE CONDITION WHISKEY IN THE PORTS OF NORTHEAST
and EAST CENTRAL FLORIDA

Effective 09:30 am., Hurricane Condition WHISKEY (72 hrs before the on-set of gale force winds) is
set in the Ports of Northeast and East Central Florida as well as for all coastal inlets.

All mariners are reminded that there are no safe havens in the Captain of the Port Jacksonville area,
and that the port is safest when the inventory of vesselsis at a minimum. For planning purposes, al
oceangoing vessels and barges over 500 GT are required to put to seaif/when Hurricane Condition
Y ankee (24 hrs before the on-set of gale force winds) is set. Inland vessels and barges over 500 GT
are required to seek safe refuge in a port outside the Captain of the Port Jacksonville area.

All vessels or barges over 500 GT (both ocean going and inland) that wish to remain in the Captain of
the Port Jacksonville area must submit a Remaining in Port Checklist to the Captain of the Port, and
should contact the Marine Safety Office immediately. 1f/when Condition Y ankee is set, the port will
be closed to unauthorized vessel movement, and all facility and vessel interfacing must stop.

Hurricane Jeanne is a large and powerful storm. All marine interests must take early and substantial
action to ensure safety of the port and vessels. Future port conditions cannot be predicted with any
degree of certainty, but provided the storm remains on the projected course and track, port
stakeholders can expect the following progression of port conditions:
