About the Naval Air Station/Joint Reserve Base

The primary mission of NAS JRB New Orleans is the training of Naval Reservists
and the operational, logistical, and fiscal support for tenant commands and tran-
sient aircraft on a 24-hour basis. The base also serves as a platform for assis-
tance with homeland security air defense through the Louisiana Air National
Guard as well as search and rescue efforts for much of the Gulf Coast by Air Sta-
tion New Orleans.

After Hurricane Katrina, NAS JRB became the center of the DoD rescue and re-
covery efforts. During the first ten days following the storm, more than 10,000
military personnel and relief workers were airlifted in NAS JRB along with over 18
million pounds of relief supplies. NAS JRB became the primary SAR airfield for
flights that saved over 30,000 lives in the New Orleans area.
