FIX-IT NOTICE EXPLANATION SHEET

The Enforcement Action Report (EAR) that you have been issued is a Fix-it Notice under the NOAA Fisheries Office of Enforcement's Fix-It Notice (FIN) Program.  An EAR documents a violation of federal natural resource law for which a civil monetary penalty may be assessed.  Fix-It Notices are issued for minor, technical violations within the time frame specified on the EAR without incurring a monetary penalty.

The goal of the Fix-it Notice Program is to encourage voluntary compliance.  Therefore, the Fix-it Notice will be withdrawn and the appropriate penalty may be assessed if a check of our records determines that you previously have committed the same violation.

Summary Settlement Explanation Sheet

The attached Enforcement Action Report ("the Report") documents a violation of Federal fishing regulations contained in Title 50 of the Code of Federal Regulations.  The particular regulation violated is shown in the Report.  Violation of the regulation is also a violation of the Magnuson Fishery Conservation and Management Act, at 16 U.S.C. §1857(1)(A).  This statute provides for assessment of a civil penalty not to exceed $100,000 as adjusted upward for inflation, for a first-time violation of an implementing regulation.

The Report is not a formal statement of the violation alleged against you.  However, a "Summary Settlement Amount" may be stated on the face of the Report.  If a Summary Settlement Amount is stated on the Report, you MAY pay the amount within 45 days of the date of the Report as your total civil penalty assessment.  Payment will signify that you do not contest the violation documented in the Report nor do you request that formal proceedings be instituted against you.  Payment will also constitute your agreement to forfeit to the United States all fish and gear, if any, that were seized when the Report was issued.  If you are not the owner of the vessel on which the violation occurred, the owner of the vessel may also be charged with a violation and assessed a civil penalty.

Payment by personal check or money order, made payable to "Treasurer of the United States," may be mailed to:  Office of Enforcement, National Marine Fisheries Service, 9721 Executive Center Drive, Koger Building Suite 130, St. Petersburg, FL  33702.  PLEASE ENCLOSE THE ENFORCEMENT ACTION REPORT WITH YOUR PAYMENT (after copying if you desire).  Upon receipt of your payment, the case against you will be closed unless, within 120 days from the issuance of the Report, NOAA withdraws the Report and initiates formal civil proceedings with respect to the violation.  (The Report may be withdrawn if the violation is more serious than was realized at the time the Report was issued, or if you have previously committed a violation of any regulation enforced by NOAA.)  In the event that the Report is withdrawn, any payment made will be returned or refunded.

If payment of any Summary Settlement Amount stated on the Report is not postmarked or delivered within 45 days of the date of the Report, or if no Summary Settlement Amount is stated, a Notice of Violation and Assessment (NOVA) may be issued to you stating formal charges and imposing sanctions within the discretion of the issuing authority.  Note that the Summary Settlement Amount stated on the Report is less than the amount that would be assessed in a NOVA absent aggravating or mitigating circumstances.  The NOVA will explain the rights you may exercise at that time, including the right to request a hearing, to submit financial information on your ability to pay a particular penalty, and other rights.

El papel titulado "Enforcement Action Report" (el Reporte) que esta unido con esta explicación documenta una(s) infracción de regulaciónes federal de la pesca que se encuentran en Title 50 del Code of Federal Regulations.  La regulación violada en particular esta escrita en el Reporte.  La infracción de esa regulación tambien es una infracción del Magnuson Fishery Conservation and Management Act, que se encuentra en 16 U.S.C. §1857(1)(A).  Este estatuto provee para imposición de multas hasta un maximo de 100,000 dolares, mas ajuste por inflacion, en penalidades civiles para la primera infracción.

(El Reporte puede ser retirado si la infracción es mas seria que fue anteriormente realizada cuando el Reporte fue enviado o si usted anteriormente cometio una infracción de cualquiera regulación en que NOAA de fuerza).  Si el Reporte se retira cualquier pago que usted ha hecho sera devolvido o reembolsado.  

Si el pago de la multa escrito en el Reporte no esta enviado dentro 45 dias de la fecha en el Reporte, o si el Reporte no dice la multa, una "NOTICE OF VIOLATION AND ASSESSMENT (NOVA)" puede ser enviada a usted explicando los cargos formal e imponiendo sanciónes a la descreción de la autoridad que la emita.  Note que la multa en el Reporte es menos que la multa que seria impuesta en una NOVA sin circunstancias agravadas o circunstancias mitigadas.  La NOVA le explicaria sus derechos, incluiendo su derecho a una audiencia, a información financial que usted debe mandar sobre el pago de una multa, y otros derechos.
