 24-HOUR ADVANCE NOTIFICATION FOR CHEMICAL/OIL TRANSFERS & REVIEW OF COTP AUTHORITY

This is a statement re-issued from Sept 15, 2001 and still is in effect.

Due to continued current events, the Captain of the Port is requesting all facilities receiving or loading chemicals/oil products to provide the MSO Huntington Marine Safety Office with a minimum 24-hour advance notification.  Please see attached document for format and information requirement.

The following cites re-emphasize the COTP’s authority to ensure the safety of the facility, its personnel, the general public and navigable waterways:

33 CFR 126.29; 33 CFR 154.105; 33 CFR 154.735(t); 33 CFR 156.112; 33 CFR 156.118; and 33 CFR 160.109

Please be aware of the fluid events and take appropriate actions to maintain tight security over your facility.  The COTP will provide information on threat assessments and risk for facilities and commercial river traffic as appropriate.
