Tornado and Severe Weather Advisory
High Island, Texas to Orange, Texas
The National Weather Service (NWS) has issued a Tornado Watch until 6:00 P.M. Central Standard Time for counties in southeast Texas that include all waters of the Sabine-Neches Waterway.   A Lake Wind Advisory has been issued until 6:00 P.M. for southeast Texas and southwest Louisiana as follows:

SOUTHERLY WINDS WILL INCREASE DURING THE DAY AS A COLD FRONT

APPROACHES THE AREA. WINDS OF 20 TO 25 MPH WITH HIGHER GUSTS CAN

BE EXPECTED. WINDS WILL SHIFT TO THE NORTHWEST BEHIND THE FRONT

LATE THIS AFTERNOON AND EVENING.

A LAKE WIND ADVISORY INDICATES THAT SUSTAINED WINDS OF 20 MPH OR

HIGHER ARE EXPECTED. THESE WINDS WILL CAUSE ROUGH AND CHOPPY

CONDITIONS ON AREA LAKES. SMALL BOATS WILL BE ESPECIALLY PRONE TO

CAPSIZING.




In addition, the Hazardous Weather Outlook reports:
A STRONG COLD FRONT WILL MOVE ACROSS THE AREA LATE THIS AFTERNOON

THROUGH THIS EVENING. AHEAD OF THE FRONT...STRONG GUST SOUTHERLY

WINDS CAN BE EXPECTED. THUNDERSTORMS WILL INCREASE DURING THE

DAY...WITH THE POSSIBILITY OF SEVERE STORMS. THE MAIN SEVERE

WEATHER THREAT WILL BE DAMAGING WINDS AND LARGE HAIL...BUT

ISOLATED TORNADOES ARE ALSO POSSIBLE. BEHIND THE FRONT...WINDS

WILL SHIFT NORTHWEST...REMAINING STRONG AND GUSTY. WINDS TO GALE

FORCE ARE POSSIBLE OVER THE COASTAL WATERS IN THE WAKE OF THE FRONT.
