COAST GUARD IMPACT OF DUI ARREST


If you are arrested for Driving Under the Influence (DUI) and are a member of the U. S. Coast Guard, be aware of the following:


1. You must notify your command and your command will contact the security officer.  Military Personnel Security Program, COMDTINST M5520.12B.


2. While you are in custody, you are not eligible for pay and allowances.  Pay Manual, COMDTINST M7220.29.


3. Your arrest may be considered an unauthorized absence and a CG-3307 (page 7) put in your personnel data record (PDR).


4. Your driving privileges on Coast Guard installations are subject to suspension when you are charged with or convicted or DUI.  Your will be required to complete an alcohol safety awareness program to have driving privileges reinstated.  Personnel Manual, COMDTINST M1000.6A, Ch. 20.A. and Driving Under Influence of Intoxicants COMDTINST 5100.46.


5. You will be considered to have been involved in an alcohol incident.  Enlisted members involved in a second alcohol incident will normally be processed for separation.  Personnel Manual, COMDTINST M1000.6A, Ch. 20.B.  Officers and chief warrant officers involved in a second alcohol incident will be processed for separation.  Personnel Manual, COMDTINST M1000.6A, Ch. 20.B.

6. Article 111 of the Uniform Code of Military Justice prohibits Drunken or Reckless operation of a Vehicle, Aircraft, or Vessel.  The maximum punishment authorized is a dishonorable discharge, forfeiture of all pay and allowances, and confinement for 18 months.


Since a DUI is a criminal offense, the Legal Assistance program cannot represent a member accused of a DUI.  If you are prosecuted in civilian court you should consider hiring a civilian attorney who specializes in DUI defense to represent you.  If you are court-martialed a military lawyer will be detailed to represent you free of charge.

DUI ADMINISTRATIVE SANCTIONS: Minn. Stat.  169A.50-.55

UNDER AGE OF 21


1. Refusal to Take a BAC Test.  If you refuse to take a “breathalyzer”, Blood Alcohol Concentration (BAC) test, your license can be administratively revoked for 1 year.

2. BAC Test.  If the BAC test reveals ANY amount of alcohol, your license can be revoked for 6 months.  


21 YEARS AND OLDER

1. Refusal to Take a BAC Test.  If you refuse to take a BAC test, your license can be administratively revoked for 1 year.


2. BAC Test.  If your BAC test is 0.08 or higher, your license can be revoked for 90 days; with prior convictions, your license can be revoked for 180 days.  If you BAC test is 0.20 or higher, your license can be revoked for 180 days; with prior convictions, your license can be revoked for 360 days.

DUI ADMINISTRATIVE SANCTIONS:  Minn. Stat. 169A.20-.33

1. The severity of the sanction varies depending on the level of your BAC, whether you have had prior offenses within 10 years prior to arrest for the current offense, the number of prior offenses, and aggravating circumstances.  The severity increases with refusal to take the BAC test or a BAC of .20 or greater.  Prior offenses include Minnesota and equivalent out-of-state convictions.

2. Jail Time.  The amount of jail time varies normally from 90 days to 1 year.  


3. Fine.  The fine varies from $1000 to $3000.

4. Driver’s License.  The impact on your license varies from 90 days to 1 year revocation and cancellation.  


5. Alcohol Education & Treatment.  The court may order treatment and rehabilitation programs.  The successful completion of a rehabilitation program and proof of abstinence for one year may be required before you are able have your license reinstated.

DUI ADMINISTRATIVE SANCTIONS: ORS  4510.02,

1. Refusal to Take BAC Test.  If you refuse to take a  Blood Alcohol Concentration (BAC) test, your license can be administratively suspended for 1 year.  With prior refusals or administrative actions, your license can be suspended for up to 5 years.


2. BAC Test.  If your BAC is greater than 0.08, or 0.02 if you are under 21, your license can be suspended for 90 days.  With prior administrative actions, your license can be suspended up to 3 years.

DUI CRIMINAL SANCTIONS: ORS 4511.19


1. The severity of the sanctions varies depending upon the level of your BAC, whether you have had prior offenses within 6 years prior to arrest for the current offense, and the number of prior offenses.  The severity increases with a BAC of .17 or greater.  Prior Convictions include Ohio and equivalent out-of-state convictions.

2. Jail Time.  First time offenders receive a mandatory 72 hours in jail.  Starting with the second offense, minimum mandatory jail times from 10 to 60 days are imposed.  Electronic Home Monitoring may be substituted for some jail time.


3. Fine.  The fine varies from a minimum of $250 for the first offense to a maximum of $10,000 on subsequent offenses.


4. Driver’s License.  The impact on your license varies from 6 month to 3 year suspensions and with repeat offenses; your license may be permanently revoked.


5. Vehicle Immobilization.  The court may order your vehicle immobilized on second and subsequent offenses, and forfeiture of your vehicle if you 3 or more prior convictions.


6. Alcohol Education & Treatment.  Treatment may be ordered for second and subsequent offenses.  For all convictions a 3 day driver intervention program may be ordered.

2. BAC Test.  If your BAC is greater than 0.08, or 0.02 if you are under 21, your license can be administratively suspended for 1 year.  With prior administrative suspensions, your license may be suspended for 18 months.  


DUI CRIMINAL SANCTION: 75 Pa.C.S. Sec. 3804


1. The severity of the sanctions varies depending upon the level of your BAC, whether you have had prior offenses in within 10 years to arrest for the current offense, and the number of prior offenses.  Prior offenses include Pennsylvania and equivalent out-of-state convictions.  The chart below shows the relevant penalties for each BAC level:

3. Vehicle Ignition Interlock Device.  Offenders may apply to have a device installed and receive a restricted license.

With prior refusals or convictions, your license can be revoked for 1 year or until age 21 whichever is longer.  You will also be required to pay a civil penalty of $350-$800.


2. BAC Test.  If your BAC is greater than 0.02, your license can be suspended for 6 months.  If your BAC is 0.08 or greater, our license may be revoked for 1 year.  With prior administrative actions, and your BAC is over 0.02, your license can be revoked for 1 year or until age 21, whichever is longer.  

21 YEARS AND OLDER


1. Refusal to Take BAC Test.  If you refuse to take a BAC test, your license can be administratively revoked for 6 months.  With prior refusals or convictions, your license can be revoked for 1 year.


2. BAC Test.  If your BAC is greater than 0.08, your license can be revoked for 6 months.  With prior convictions, your license can be revoked or 1 year.

DUI CRIMINAL SANCTIONS:   New York VTL Sec. 1193


1. The severity of the sanctions varies depending upon whether you have had prior offenses within the last 10 years prior to arrest for the current offense, and the number of prior offenses.  Prior offenses include New York and equivalent out-of-state offenses.

2. Jail Time.  The amount of jail time varies.  First time offenders may receive up to 365 days.  With prior offenses, you may receive the maximum prison sentence of 7 years.


3. Fine.  The fine varies from $500 to $10,000.


4. Driver’s License.  Your license may be revoked for a period of 6 months to 1 year.


5. Vehicle Ignition Interlock Devices.  The use of the device will be ordered in all conviction for the period of revocation.


6. Alcohol Education & Treatment.  May be ordered by the court.

1. Refusal to Take BAC Test.  If you refuse to take a “breathalyzer”, Blood Alcohol Concentration (BAC) test, your license can be administratively suspended for 1 year.  With a prior DUI conviction, your license can be suspended for 2 years.

2. BAC Test.  If your BAC is greater than 0.08, or 0.02 if you are under 21 years old, your license can be suspended for 180 days or until charges are disposed of, whichever occurs first.  

DUI CRIMINAL SANCTIONS: IC-9-30-5


1. The severity of the sanctions varies depending upon the level of your BAC, whether you have dad prior offenses with in the last 5 to 10 years prior to arrest for the current offense, the number of previous offenses, and aggravating circumstances such as injury or death to another or DUI with a passenger under the age of 18. The severity increases with a BAC of 0.15 or greater.   Prior offenses include Indiana and equivalent out-of-state convictions.


2. Jail time.  The amount of jail time varies.  First offenders are subject to jail sentences from 5 days to 365 days.  Subsequent offenses involve mandatory jail time up to 6 months.

3. Fine.  The fine varies from $500 to $5,000.

4. Driver’s License.  The impact on your license varies.  A suspension of 90 day to 2 year may be recommended.  

5. Vehicle Ignition Interlock Device.   The use of an ignition interlock device may be ordered.


6. Alcohol Education & Treatment.  Every person convicted of a DUI is required to undergo an alcohol assessment.  Treatment and deterrent programs may be required based on the outcome of that assessment.

With prior refusals in the previous 7 years, your license can be suspended for 2 years.  Refusal may also result in criminal sanctions.

2. BAC Test.  If your BAC is greater than 0.08, or 0.02 if you are under 21 years old, your license can be suspended for 1 year.

DUI CRIMINAL SANCTIONS:  M.C.L. 257.625

1. The severity of the sanctions varies depending upon whether you have had prior convictions within 7 to 10 years prior to arrest for the current offense, the number of prior offenses, and aggravating circumstances such as death or injury to another or a passenger under the age of 16.  Prior offenses include Michigan and equivalent out-of-state convictions.

2. Jail Time.  The amount of jail time varies.  First offenders are subject to jail sentences up to 93 days.  Subsequent offenses involve mandatory jail time with sentences up to 5 years.

3. Community Service.  Community service may be ordered in place of or in addition to jail time and fines.  Community service sentences range from less than 360 hours to 180 days.


4. Fine.  The fine varies from $100 to $5,000.


5. Vehicle Ignition Interlock Device.  The use of the device can be ordered if it is your second or subsequent offense.


6. Alcohol Education & Treatment.  Every person convicted of a DUI is required to undergo an alcohol assessment.  Treatment and deterrent programs may be ordered for a first conviction, but is mandatory for second and subsequent convictions.

7. Refusal to Take BAC Test.  In addition to administrative sanctions, refusing to take a BAC test can result in 93 days imprisonment and/or a $100 fine.

This fact sheet contains a general discussion of the impact of driving under the influence of alcohol (DUI) in the state of Illinois. It is NOT meant as a complete and current description of the laws or the consequences of driving while under the influence of alcohol in the Coast guard or in Illinois.  Administrative actions and/or criminal convictions in one state can affect your ability to have a license and the extent of sanctions in another state.

COAST GUARD IMPACT OF DUI ARREST


If you are arrested for Driving Under the Influence (DUI) and are a member of the U. S. Coast Guard, be aware of the following:


1. You must notify your command and your command will contact the security officer.  Military Personnel Security Program, COMDTINST M5520.12B.

2. While you are in custody, you are not eligible for pay and allowances.  Pay Manual, COMDTINST M7220.29.


3. Your arrest may be considered an unauthorized absence and a CG-3307 (page 7) put in your personnel data record (PDR).


4. Your driving privileges on Coast Guard installations are subject to suspension when you are charged with or convicted or DUI.  Your will be required to complete an alcohol safety awareness program to have driving privileges reinstated.  Personnel Manual, COMDTINST M1000.6A, Ch. 20.A. and Driving Under Influence of Intoxicants COMDTINST 5100.46.


5. You will be considered to have been involved in an alcohol incident.  Enlisted members involved in a second alcohol incident will normally be processed for separation.  Personnel Manual, COMDTINST M1000.6A, Ch. 20.B.  Officers and chief warrant officers involved in a second alcohol incident will be processed for separation.  Personnel Manual, COMDTINST M1000.6A, Ch. 20.B.

6. Article 111 of the Uniform Code of Military Justice prohibits Drunken or Reckless operation of a Vehicle, Aircraft, or Vessel.  The maximum punishment authorized is a dishonorable discharge, forfeiture of all pay and allowances, and confinement for 18 months.

Since a DUI is a criminal offense, the Legal Assistance program cannot represent a member accused of a DUI.  If you are prosecuted in civilian court you should consider hiring a civilian attorney who specializes in DUI defense to represent you.  If you are court-martialed a military lawyer will be detailed to represent you free of charge.

DUI ADMINISTRATIVE SANCTIONS: 625 ILCS 5/6-208

UNDER AGE OF 21

1. Refusals to Take BAC Test.  If you refuse to take a Blood Alcohol Concentration (BAC) test, your license can be summarily suspended for 6 months.  With prior refusals or other summary suspensions, your license can be suspended for 2 years.  


2. BAC Test.  If your BAC is 0.01 or greater, your license can be suspended for 3 months.  With prior summary suspensions, your license can be suspended for 1 year.

21 YEARS AND OLDER


1. Refusal to Take a BAC Test.  If you drive under the influence and refuse to take a BACD test, your license can be summarily suspended for 6 months.  With prior refusal or other summary suspensions, your license can be suspended for 3 years.


2. BAC Test.  If your BAC test is greater than 0.08, then your license can be suspended for 3 months.  With prior summary suspensions, your license can be suspended for 1 year.


DUI CRIMINAL SANCTIONS:  625 ILCS 5/11-501


1. The severity of the sanction varies depending upon the level of your BAC, whether you have had prior offenses within the last 5 to 20 years prior to the arrest for the current offense, and the number of prior offenses.  The severity increases with a BAC of 0.16 or higher.  Prior offenses include Illinois and equivalent out-of-state convictions.

2. Jail time.  The amount of jail time varies.  First offenders are subject to jail sentences up to 365 days.  With prior offenses you may receive the maximum sentence of 3 years.  If you are under 21 you may be required to spend a mandatory 48 hours in jail.

3. Fine.  The fine varies from $500 to $10,000 and at lest $2500 if you are under 21.

4. Driver’s License.  The impact on your license varies from a revocation of 1 to 6 years.


5. Vehicle Ignition Interlock Device.  Interlock devices will be required if convicted of a second or subsequent offense.

6. Alcohol Education & Treatment.  Everyone convicted of a DUI is required to submit to a mandatory evaluation and treatment may be ordered based on that evaluation.

DUI ADMINISTRATIVE SANCTIONS: Wis. Stat.  343.305

1. Refusal to Take BAC Test.  If you refuse to take a Blood Alcohol Concentration (BAC) test, your license can be administratively revoked for 1 year.  With subsequent refusals or administration actions, your license can be revoked 2 or 3 years.


2. BAC Test.  If you are 21 years or older and your BAC test is 0.08 or greater, then your license can be revoked for 6 months to 3 years.  If your are under 21 years old, ANY amount of alcohol can result in a license suspension or revocation.

DUI CRIMINAL SANCTIONS: Wis. Stat.  346.65


1. The severity of the sanctions varies depending upon the level of your BAC, whether you have had prior offenses in your lifetime prior to arrest for the current offense, and the number of prior offenses.  Prior offenses include Wisconsin and equivalent out-of-state convictions.


2. Jail time.  The is no mandatory jail time for the first offense.  However, second and subsequent offenses carry minimum sentences of 5 days to 6 months and maximums up to 6 years.


3. Fines.  The fine varies from $150 to $10,000.  If your BAC is .17 to .199, the fines are doubled.  If you BAC is .20 to .249, the fines are tripled.  If your BAC is .25 or greater, the fines are quadrupled.


4. Driver’s License.  Your license can be revoked for 6 months to 3 years.


5. Vehicle Ignition Interlock Device.  An interlock device or vehicle immobilization may be ordered if you have 2 or more offenses in 5 years.
