SIMPLE RULES FOR MARINE EVENTS

Hi Boaters and water enthusiasts, this is Senior Chief Tom Rau of Coast Guard Group Grand Haven with Boat Smart. Coast Guard Group Grand Haven boat crews enforce safety zones for approximately 60 marine events a season.  Many of these privately sponsored events effect boating traffic and in some cases temporarily close down channels and harbors. Boaters can help facilitate these events by following these simple rules.  Stay behind safety zone buoy markers. Firework zones require a 1,000-foot separation between the firework’s platform and spectators to protect spectators against possible misfires or falling embers.   Boaters must display proper lights at night, especially anchor lights. Keep batteries fully charged. Keep within navigational buoy systems.  Maintain safe speeds in heavy traffic. At night post a forward lookout especially around busy harbor mouths.  Following the direction of law enforcement officials they’re there to keep people safe and maintain order.
