These folks are the best and they possess a great deal of small boat experience, in fact, many Coast Guard boarding officers partake in these inspections to gain insightful tips they can pass along during their official recreational vessel inspections.  Incidentally, these vessel safety checks do not carry enforcement penalties nor do they report to the Coast Guard discrepancies uncovered during a vessel safety check.
