NY STATE POWER AUTHORITY DAM SECURITY ZONE

The U. S. Coast Guard Captain of the Port (COTP) of Buffalo, NY, has created a Waterside Security Zone for the NY State Power Authority Dam. This is a precautionary measure in support of heightened security operations throughout our nation. 

wHAT IS A sECURITY ZONE?

Security Zones are designated areas of land, water, or land and water established to prevent damage or injury to any vessel or waterfront facility; and to safeguard ports, harbors, or waters of the United States.

The COTP, or the US Coast Guard District Commander may establish Security Zones under the authority of 50 U.S. Code 191 and Title 33, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 6.04-6. 

What is the puspose of a security Zone? 

The purpose of a Security Zone is protection.  Security Zones safeguard vessels, harbors, ports, and waterfront facilities from destruction, sabotage or other subversive acts.  Once a Security Zone is established, only authorized persons and vessels are permitted to enter the zone. Violations of the security zone, by unauthorized persons and vessels, are subject to criminal penalties. 
What are the penalties associated with violating a security zone? 

Violation of a U.S. Coast Guard Security Zone is a criminal violation, which may carry fines up to $10,000 and/or up to 10 years imprisonment.   If you witness an unauthorized person or vessel within the zone contact your nearest Coast Guard unit via VHF-FM CH 16A, or by calling 716-843-9527
Where exactly is the Security Zone? 

The security zone consists of all navigable waters of the Niagara River from 43( 08.4 N, 079( 02.53 W, west to the international border at 43( 08.4 N, 079( 02.62 W, north along the international border to 43( 08.64 N, 079( 02.55 W, east to 43( 08.64 N, 079( 02.53 W, and then back to starting point 43( 08.4 N, 079( 02.53 W.
