Federal Law Enforcement relating to navigation, n\er 
borne s4ipping and customs laws. 

(2) Continue to fulfill the duties and !Uno\.ioaa 
of the former Bureau of Marine DlspectiOll and Hart­
gation. 

(3) Render servi ces for search and rescue and 
assiatance at sea, including operation ot coastal 
lifesaving stations, beach patrol, mid-ocean 

weather vessels and HF/DF stations. 
Task Forces will normally provide this service tor 
their Ollll personnel in combat areaa.
