What supplies do I need now?

· Ice

· Gasoline

· Non-perishable food

· Charcoal/Propane for Grilling

· Batteries

· Battery operated radio

· Bottled water

· Generator (DO NOT OPERATE YOUR GENERATOR INSIDE YOUR HOME OR GARAGE!!!)
What can I do now to prepare?

· Secure all loose items near your home

· Fill up your car

· Ensure you have plenty of food and ice to last at least 72 hours

· Board up your windows as necessary

· Take care of as many of these items as soon as you can. We will be expected to return to work as soon as possible after the storm passes. 

What about evacuating my dependents?

· If an evacuation order is given, our primary relocation site for dependents is Maxwell Air Force Base. AETCS Lee can answer any other evacuation related questions. AETCS Lee can be reached at (334) 201-2356.

· Pets:  There is a provision for Pets if we evacuate to Maxwell AFB.  There are no pets allowed in government quarters, however there will be kennels set up with volunteers to watch over pets.  You need to bring at a minimum:

· Carrier

· Vaccination Information

· Food / Soft Blanket / Special Toys

· Medications

· Litter for Cats

· Without the above items, the kennel will not accept your pet
