TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENTS: 

Watchstander, 47ft Motor Life Boat Crew member, 25ft RB-HS Crew member, 23ft Crew member, Boarding Team Member. During your first winter, you will become ice rescue qualified. All non rates mess cook for thirty days.

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENTS: 

Watchstander, 47ft Motor Life Boat Crew member, 25ft RB-HS Crew member, 23ft Crew member, Engineer of the Watch and Boarding Team Member. During your first winter, you will become ice rescue qualified. 

WATCH TYPE AND ROTATION FOR SA/SN and FA/FN: 

Standing watch is one of the most important jobs of the United States Coast Guard. At STANT St. Ignace you will be required to monitor 3 different radios for distress calls and undergo an extensive Personal Qualification Standards procedure that includes a board. The board consists of 3 to 5 people to test you on your knowledge about the watch standing duties. Once qualified as a watch stander you will be expected to commence the radio watch at 0745 and answer calls for assistance/distress. The radio watch is stood until 1600. The watch schedule is broken up into 4 hour block periods. 

DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN and FA/FN: 

All personnel arriving from Cape May spend their first seven days onboard the unit for orientation.

Port/Starboard with sliding weekends. i.e., 

Two days on; Monday & Tuesday (48 hours of Duty.) Two days off; Wednesday & Thursday (Liberty.) Three days on; Friday, Saturday, Sunday (72 hours of Duty.) 

Two days off; Monday & Tuesday (Liberty.) Wednesday & Thursday; (48 hours of Duty.) Three days off; Friday, Saturday, Sunday (liberty.)

The Station has 2 sections with about 5-7 people in both. Each section has Officer of the Day which is in charge of the duty section. 

PROCEDURES FOR REPORTING AFTER HOURS:

You are expected to report during working hours; 0730-1600. You will report in your Bravo uniform and bring a full sea bag you. Also, make sure to bring your orders. If you are flying you will be met by your sponsor at Pellston Airport. Please let your sponsor know if you will be driving or flying.

We will make arrangements to meet you at the Pellston airport if you will be flying. Always keep your sponsor briefed of your status. Your sponsor will need your leave address and telephone number. 

Your first 6 months will be very busy at STANT St. Ignace. Meeting qualification deadlines is challenging and stressful. There is a lot of information that we expect you to study and absorb, so apply yourself and come prepared to learn. Study time is provided daily from 1600-1800, plan on digging into the books for a couple of hours daily. You will be assigned a mentor that will help you with assignments and getting qualification tasks completed. Please do not plan to take any regular leave until you qualify since it is your top priority. If situations arise, leave may be granted as necessary. The town of Saint Ignace is small with about 2700 year round inhabitants. Opportunities for hunting, fishing, ATV riding, snowboarding, and skiing are abundant.

A JUNIOR MEMBER’S DESCRIPTION OF THE AREA, JOB AND OTHER POINTS OF INTEREST: 

Your first 3 days will be your check-in. You will be introduced to every member of STANT St. Ignace and be given a basic familiarization tour of the station grounds and facilities. You will also receive gear for your duties. There is quite a bit of paperwork that will get you entered into the CG systems. From there you will begin your break-in process. For 3 weeks you will work on you watch stander qualifications. As mentioned before this is a highly important job that will leave you responsible for the radio communication between our vessels and the public in distress. Next, you will work on 47’ MLB and 25’ RB-HS crew member qualifications. On average, this takes 3 months to complete. This will be the most challenging task in your apprenticeship. Be prepared to come in on your days off and give up a lot of your free time to accomplish this goal. Once you earn your crew member qualifications, you will work on boarding team member qualification. The summer months are the busiest in search and rescue and law enforcement. During the winter months we train for ice rescue. Remember your first 6 months are going to be busy and will require your full attention. Good Luck!
