 AIRSTA Barbers Point does not have a barracks and it is 2.5 miles to the nearest available public transportation.  The nearest available temporary lodging is 8 miles.  It is imperative members reporting to Barbers Point have a car.  It is also strongly suggested those who do not qualify for government owned housing have at least $2000 cash or equivalent to pay for security deposits and first month’s rent.

 AIRSTA Barber's PT does not have a video.  Our package is greatly reduced in size and info since D14 Worklife sends the reporting member a welcome aboard package.  

 This package contains a wealth of information including (2) very helpful books:  Your Military in Hawaii and the Relocation Handbook.  Read it!

When you arrive in Hawaii, the initial humidity might require an adjustment period, but you will get used to it.  The traffic is heavy, but you will get used to that too!  The Air Station is small compared to some units, with approximately 242 members (active, reserve and civilian).
