ONLY LIMITED OUTPATIENT CARE FOR DEPENDENTS AND APPOINTMENTS FOR

ROUTINE PEDIATRIC CARE ARE SELDOM AVAILABLE. IT IS ABSOLUTELY ESSENTIAL TO HAND CARRY FAMILY MEMBERS HEALTH RECORDS, FILES AND SHOT RECORDS. AFTER HOURS EMERGENCY ROOM SERVICES ARE LIMITED TO STABILIZATION OF INJURIES AND ARRANGING FOR TRANSPORT TO LOCAL HOSPITALS.  THE NEAREST MILITARY HOSPITAL AT NAVAL STATION ROOSEVELT ROADS IS A THREE HOUR DRIVE AND IS NOT A REALISTIC OPTION FOR MOST HEALTH CARE NEEDS.  TRICARE PRIME "OTHER" IS AN OPTION FAMILIES ARE URGED TO ELECT UPON REPORTING TO THIS UNIT.  FAMILIES ENROLLED IN TRICARE PRIME "OTHER" ARE ALLOWED TO ACCESS THE COAST GUARD AIR STATION CLINIC ON A SPACE AVAILABLE BASIS FOR ROUTINE CARE.  MBRS SHOULD EXPECT TO USE LOCAL CIVILIAN PROVIDERS FOR MOST FAMILY HEALTH CARE NEEDS THAT EXCEED THE SPACE AVAILABILITY AND CAPABILITY OF THE ON-BASE CLINIC.  BE PREPARED TO PAY FOR LOCAL CIVILIAN SERVICES IF YOU ELECT THE TRICARE "STANDARD"

IF THIS IS NOT THE CASE, CONTACT YOUR SCREENING AUTHORITY IMMEDIATELY. FAILURE TO REVEAL THIS INFORMATION NOW COULD RESULT IN SERIOUS HARDSHIP FOR YOU AND YOUR FAMILY AFTER YOUR ARRIVAL.
