Winter usually starts early and goes until APR-MAY before you really know it is gone.  There are plenty of jobs in the area for dependents; with all the stores and restaurants most people would want.  Outdoors activities are among the list of things to do, from fishing and hunting, to skiing and snowmobileing, and most everything else in between. The unit is small with only 9 people total for now, and it was smaller until the new boat came last year.  We are co-located with the station and the CGC Sundew (180’)
