UNIT MISSIONS:  AIDS TO NAVIGATION, ONLY ANT IN CG WITH AUGER TRUCK.  THE AUGER TRUCK IS USED TO CONSTRUCT TERRESTRIAL AIDS SIMILAR TO THOSE BUILT BY CONSTRUCTION TENDER. PERSONNEL PERFORM WORK SIMILAR TO THAT OF A TELEPHONE COMPANY WHEN SETTING POLES AND STRINGING 120V AC COMMERCIAL WIRE. THE UNIT ALSO HAS TWO 21-FOOT TRAILERABLE AIDS TO NAVIGATION BOATS USED TO MAINTAIN WATERBORNE AIDS.

IN FALL OF EACH YEAR 122 AID SITES ARE EVALUATED FOR BRUSHING ON THE LOWER MISSISSIPPI RIVER (LMR).  BULLDOZING CLEARS THE MAJORITY OF THESE SITES. PERSONNEL ARE TRAINED IN SEMI-TRAILER DRIVING AND BULLDOZING OPERATION.  A TYPICAL BULLDOZING SEASON TAKES 4-6 WEEKS DURING THE TIMES OF LOW WATER ON THE LMR IN THE MONTHS OF SEP AND OCT.

UNIT ENCOUNTERS MANY AIDS ON LMR THAT ARE FREQUENTLY VANDALIZED DUE TO PROXIMITY TO “PARTY AREAS” ON RIVER BANK. PERSONNEL TYPICALLY MUST TRANSIT BY FOOT UP TO 1 MILE THRU THICK BRUSH, ALLIGATORS, WASPS, SPIDERS, SNAKES, ETC. TO SERVICE AIDS WHEN CONDITIONS PRECLUDE USE OF VEHICLES (I.E. MUD).  DURING PERIODS OF HIGH WATER, TWO 14-FOOT WORK BOATS ARE USED TO GET TO SOME AIDS.

TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT:  ATON TECHNICIAN, BOATCREW, AND GENAERAL UNIT MAINTANINCE.

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT: ATON TECHNICIAN, BOATCREW, BOAT ENGINEER, AND GENERAL UNIT MAINTANINCE.

WATCH TYPE FOR NONRATED PERSONNEL: ONE WEEK ON, ONE WEEK OFF BEEPER DUTY FOR RESPONSE TO DISCREPANCIES AND HAZARDS TO NAVIGATION.  NONRATED PERSONNEL ALSO STAND A AFTER WORK HOURS 3-HOUR WATCH WITH A ONE IN SEVEN ROTATION.
