Things we do:

Aids to Navigation (ATON) - Servicing, we have 100 aids that we are primarily responsible for.  We repair all discrepancies using the 55’ ANB.  21’ TANB or vehicles.  After a hurricane, the unit can be extremely busy.  We are also the secondary repair unit for aids that belong to the CGC OAK.  Due to the location of many of our aids it is a challenge, which is also very fun.  You will find yourself sometimes in a helo, car, ferry or other agency’s boats, in order to do your work.

Things to see:

Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands have many great things to offer, - wonderful beaches, snorkeling, diving and many other water sports.  San Juan, in particular has a 500 year old city with many great things to explore.

Life at the unit:

  We have 18 people, we work tropical hours, unless operations change it.  As a non-rate you will have many responsibilities not usual to larger units.  You will also be required to qualify as duty watch stander and crewman on both boats.  If you are a fireman you will also have the opportunity to qualify as engineer on both boats

Volunteer opportunities:

San Juan as any other big city has numerous volunteer groups.  The CG community has a Community Club, which organizes different activities throughout the year.
